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ADDITIONAL COMMENTS 

  

1. Signage was present for the southern entrance as you get to Field 3.  Also, a "Septage Land Application Site" 

and "No Trespassing" sign needs to be placed at a cross through to Field 1 through the woods separating the 

site from a row crop field.  

2. Access road off of Hwy 903 (southern entrance) was in good shape. 

3. Disposal boundaries were adequately marked. 

4. No septage discharges noticed outside of the permitted boundaries. 

5. No spot dumps or thick applications noticed.  Did not noticed any recent applications. 

6. Fields need to be harvested soon.  A lot of crabgrass was present. 

7. No application at time of inspection.  pH not checked. 

8. No objectionable odors noticed today. 

9. Peanuts planted in the field next to the three active fields.  Temporary markers need to be placed so that you 

are 50 ft away from the peanuts.  Septage Management Rule .0837 d. 11 requires that there is a 50 feet 

separation to food crops. 

10. Records not checked. 

11. Unable to inspect the signage for the northern entrance due to farm equipment in the road.  Septage 

applications can be no closer than 50 feet to a crop grown for human consumption.  Need to place temporary 

markers so that you are 50 feet away from the peanuts.   Place a "Septage Land Application Site" and "No 

Trespassing" sign at the cross through to Field 1.
