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ADDITIONAL COMMENTS 

  

1. The required signs are posted at the site entrance and the access road is adequate.  

2. Checked the setbacks from the church at the front of the site and from the neighboring trailers. It appears that 

the approved setbacks are being met except for possibly the bottom right marker on the swale to the brown 

trailer may be less than 500’, not sure if the range finder was accurate due to vegetation. To be safe this 

marker could be moved back approx. 10 feet.  

3. Extensive timbering has been done around this one field site which makes the field markers even more 

important to designate the permitted boundaries. Noted a fallen marker along the back side of the site. Some 

repair work was done in some areas that were disturbed for timbering, new growth becoming established.  

4. No sign of heavy application. But did note areas that appear to be vegetation other than fescue. Continue 

efforts to improve the fescue. No odors noted.
