STATUS OF PAST NOTED VIOLATIONS: Un- resolved.

OBSERVED VIOLATIONS

1. 15A NCAC 13B .0402 Operational Requirements state that “Any person who maintains or operates a
transfer facility shall maintain and operate the facility in conformance with the following practices unless
otherwise specified in the permit. (1) Operational plans shall be approved and followed as specified for the
facility.” The operations plan for this facility does not allow waste to be used for fill or ground cover.

2. Permit to Operate Attachment 3: Part | number 8 (b) states that “Waste must only be deposited on a
“tipping floor” or directly into a transfer container. Waste must not be stored on the “tipping floor” after
operating hours.” C&D fines waste was observed dumped and spread in areas around the WTS area and along
berms behind the inert waste, the trailer storage area and admittedly on a berm at the front of the property.

The item(s) listed above were observed by Section staff and require action on behalf of the facility in order to come into or maintain compliance
with the Statutes, Rules, and/or other regulatory requirements applicable to this facility. Be advised that pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22, an
administrative penalty of up to $15,000 per day may be assessed for each violation of the Solid Waste Laws, Regulations, Conditions of a Permit,
or Order under Article 9 of Chapter 130A of the N.C. General Statutes. Further, the facility and/or all responsible parties may be subject to
enforcement actions including penalties, injunction from operation of a solid waste management facility or a solid waste collection service and
any such further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North Carolina Solid Waste Management Act and Rules.
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ADDITIONAL COMMENTS

1. The ash and residue from wood storage area fire have been removed and disposed of properly per Kenny Hardin.

2. Excavation of the C&D fines waste had been mostly completed along the south side of the facility._Remove the
remaining fines from this area and stabilize the area to prevent on-site erosion.

3. The C&D fines waste is being disposed of at the permitted Robeson County C&DLF, 78-03.

4. The remaining berms of C&D fines waste need to be removed and properly disposed of as well.

5. The facility operator had not received the analytical results from the sampling of the comingled crushed waste at
the time of this inspection. The operator will email a copy of the analytical when it returns. Once received, the
analytical results will be submitted to Section staff for review for determination on disposal or reuse.

6. Mr. Hardin stated that they were looking to build an overhead pole structure over loaded recycling containers and
submit to permitting to eliminate the need to cover the stored full containers every day in accordance to the
operations plan. Changes to the facility or operations should be submitted to permitting for approval before
moving forward.

7. An extension of 60 days to the NOCV compliance deadline date was requested in writing by Mr. John
Killian. Based on the initial NOV issuance deadline and subsequent need to issue and NOCV, a 45 day
extension was approved that ends on April 17, 2015. Failure to bring the site into compliance at the end of
the 45 day extension, may result in enforcement actions against this facility and the operators.

8. Measures to bring this facility into compliance should continue and be complete by April 17.

9. Again, any changes to the operations or permit for this site must be submitted to permitting for approval
before commencing.
