 OPERATING  CONDITIONS  PART 1: 
 Number 7 The facility shall not cause nuisance conditions. 

a. The tipping floor and transfer loading area must be maintained in a clean and sanitary condition 
at all times and must be cleaned at least daily in accordance with the approved Operations Plan.  

   d.    Effective vector control measures must be applied at all times to control any potential vectors  
          including flies, rodents, insects, and other vermin.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS: 

1. The facility is receiving approximately 50 TPD. 
2. The operating hours are from 8-4:45 M-F, and 7:30-11:30 Saturday. 
3. The permit, operations plan and contingency plan were placed on the wall in the office for easy access.  
4. The service area is Edgecombe, Nash, Halifax, Wilson, Martin, and Pitt Counties. 
5. Accepted waste is transported to East Carolina Regional Landfill Permit # 08-03 Aulander NC or Sampson Co. 

Disposal LLC Permit # 82-02. 
6. Certificated operators include: Mike Cummins, December 5, 2017, Charles Cross, December 8, 2015 and 

Gloria Moseley, October 20 2017. 
7. Leachate from washing the tipping floor drains into a two underground holding tanks and is then trucked to the 

Rocky Mount WWTP.  
8. There were two fire extinguishers in the transfer building, both were charged. There is also a 1 ½ inch hose bib 

inside the building 
9. Shavender Trucking does the hauling and owns the trailers.   
10. Much metal was in the white goods area. Freon containing white goods were separated. Omnisource is 

collecting the white goods and removing the Freon.   
 
 

The item(s) listed above were observed by Section staff and require action on behalf of the facility in order to come into or maintain compliance 
with the Statutes, Rules, and/or other regulatory requirements applicable to this facility.  Be advised that pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22, an 
administrative penalty of up to $15,000 per day may be assessed for each violation of the Solid Waste Laws, Regulations, Conditions of a Permit, 
or Order under Article 9 of Chapter 130A of the N.C. General Statutes.  Further, the facility and/or all responsible parties may also be subject to 
enforcement actions including penalties, injunction from operation of a solid waste management facility or a solid waste collection service and 
any such further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North Carolina Solid Waste Management Act and Rules. 
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     11. The tipping floor needs cleaning, the Operations Plan specifies cleaning the floor daily 

 
    12. Much waste was observed between the push wall and structure wall 

    
    13. The trailer loading area. This appears to be more than one day’s accumulation of waste. 

 
 
    14. The wind fence on the eastern side of the building needs to be extended. 
    15. Pesticides are being collected by Carolina Ag 
    16. Electronics are being collected by Creative Recycling. 
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     17. Much waste was observed in the area along the drainage way. This ditch tends to collects blown waste and is 
             difficult to clean This was noted in the July 26, 2013 inspection report. Cummings indicated that plans have  
             been discussed to fill and pipe the ditch on the eastern side of the building.  As of the date of this inspection 
             no action has been taken and the condition persists. This situation must be rectified. 

      
     18. View of the grate that drains the turn ramp. The grate collects trash and other material that falls on the turn  
             ramp. This drain conveys runoff into the ditch in the above photos. Any trash that flows through the grate is  
             conveyed to this ditch. A method needs to devised to prevent trash from reaching the grate and causing  
             it to clog.

    19.   Many flies were observed inside and outside of the structure.  Better cleaning and sanitation practices 
            need to be implemented to discourage fly breeding. 
    20.   The lights and fans were checked and are operating properly. 
    21.   Records looked good.
