The NC SWS upholds its decision to require the sampling and analysis of the full suite of Appendix Il
will from groundwater monitoring wells MW-1R, MW-2, MW-4, MW-6, MW-8, and MW-11 every 3
(three) vears. Mercury will be analyzed from groundwater monitoring well MW-8 annually due to
the following reasons:

Due to the detections of 1,3-Dichlorobenzene, 3 & 4-methylphenol, cyanide, isobutanol detected in
MW-2 as recently as 2012-2104 at levels very close to the Solid Waste Section limit;

Due to the detections of bis(2-ethylhexyl)phthalate, diethylphthalate, and cyanide detected in MW-
4 as recently as 2012-2013);

Due to the detection of di-n-butylphthalate in MW-8 in 2013-2014;

Due to the widespread and persistent detection of mercury in MW-8 from 1995 through and
including 2014,

Due to the detection of cyanide and tin in MW-11 as recently as 2013;

Due to the widespread detection of dieldrin, 4,4’-DDT, BHC-alpha, BHC-gamma, in groundwater
monitoring wells MW-2, MW-4, MW-6, and MW-8, historically for at least the last 10 years refutes
that these constituents are artifacts;

Because of the NC SWS’s decision to request Appendix Il monitoring in groundwater monitoring
wells MW-2, MW-4, MW-6, MW-8, and MW-11 at a very flexible schedule of once every 3 years,
the background monitoring well, MW-1R must also be sampled for Appendix Il as a baseline
reference.

The correlation between landfill gas and the consistent detections of mercury in MW-8 was not
supported in your request by any scientific data. However, if the presence of landfill gas is causing
groundwater contamination, both the groundwater contamination and the landfill gas issues are
required to be addressed at the facility.

| will reiterate that “this decision does represent substantially less sampling costs and burden on
Wayne County as they had been sampling all eleven groundwater monitoring wells and 3 surface
water sampling points annually for Appendix Il constituents

As | stated in the email immediately below: *“As soon as you do receive our technical review letter,
however, you will need to immediately revise the Water Quality Monitoring Plan for Wayne County
active C&D and closed MSWLF, Permit No. 96-01 reflecting the accurate changes to the Appendix |l
sampling schedule and associated monitoring wells.”

To date, | have not received the updated Water Quality Monitoring Plan with the accurate changes.

Hi,

Thank you for the early update and partial relief. However, we are disappointed that you
have denied our request as written which was based on sound scientific evidence and
conformed to 15A NCAC 13B .1634 (c) AND (e). We eagerly await your written rational
for continued assessment monitoring at any other location when there has been no detections
above applicable Standards attributed to anthropogenic source(s) over the past 6.5 years (13
events) except for benzene at MW-2. Interpretation of 15A NCAC 13B .1634 (e) [copied
below] and precedence set by the SWS at other facilities indicates that SWS may
(ABSOLUTE TERMS NOT AT SWS DISCRETION) give approval to return to detection
monitoring due to the lack of exceedances over the past two consecutive events that have
been reported to the Division. Basically for completeness we drafted the modification
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request provided for under 15A NCAC 13B .1634 (c) rather than simply invoking (e) since
relief should have been granted either way. If your rational for denial is based on the few "j-
qualified" detections we urge you to more thoroughly review the historical data as
verification samples, QC data and background levels at this facility indicate that it's
reasonable that they are false positives. Let us know if you require us to "finalize" the Draft
document which will entail requesting the partial relief as you stated.

I plan to try schedule a meeting with you for next week to discuss Franklin County LFG Plan
and further discuss this if you wish.

The sample IDs on the table correspond with the Figure 2 already
submitted and attached here for your convenience.

As | suspected there have been zero surface water detections in
excess of 2B Standards that were or are now believed to be
attributed to anthropogenic causes.

Supplemental SW-ByMW-2 has consistently been tested semi-
annually for VOCs the past 3.5 years (7 events) with zero detections.
When your review is complete simply ask if you would like me to
incorporate this table into the final version of the Request for
Appendix 1l Groundwater Monitoring Modification.
