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ADDITIONAL COMMENTS 

1. Scattered ruts on fields due to recent wet conditions. Repair damage as needed.  

2. Field markers are adequate and it appears that the approved setbacks are being met.  

3. No sign of application outside the permitted boundaries, but did note very dark spray paths that did appear 

somewhat thick & heavy in some areas. Ensure that application is thin & even to prevent crop damage. Also 

noted a significant amount of septage had been sprayed on the metal legs of the power pole on field 1. If 

possible this should be avoided as the power pole is not the fescue crop to be land applied on. No odors noted.  

4. Field 1 has been cut since the last visit. Noted some small disturbed (uprooted ) areas on field 2 – possible 

hog damage? Repair these areas as needed. Please continue efforts to improve the cropstand and control 

weeds & other unapproved vegetation on both fields – particularly in the coming spring.  

5. The required signs are posted and the access road is adequate at this time.
