1. Onsite June 2, 2014 to conduct a technical assistance site inspection. Donna Wilson and Tony Gallagher

present to review the compost demonstration site as it moves toward full permit. No issues noted at the time
of the inspection. Three bins were in use, the mixing area was maintained and incoming post-consumer food
waste was covered. Minimal odors noted.

2. On site September 24, 2014 with Sarah Rice and Elizabeth Patterson, Solid Waste Section. S. Rice discussed
the CHR and Financial Assurance requirements for a fully permitted facility. All site records were available
for review. Temperatures records appeared compliant. A larger amount of finished product was staged on
site at the time of the inspection. The active composting area had, essentially, three long windrows.

Material was covered, no standing water was noted. All food wastes within the bin system were covered
and exhibited minimal odors. Buffers appeared to be maintained and two of the three bins were full.

3. On December 15, 2014, a follow-up inspection was conducted. During the site visit incoming food wastes
were observed being unloaded, immediately mixed, and covered. In review of the active compost piles,
several pieces of non-compostable, unapproved materials were noted. While this type of incidental waste
intake is typical of post-consumer food waste feed stocks, it is the responsibility of the facility to conduct a
screening program to attempt to pull this material from the process. (see below, pvc pipe)
