Compliance Inspection Report

Gentlemen,

On December 4, 2015, Bill Wagner, representing the State of North Carolina, Division of Waste
Management Solid Waste Section (Section), inspected the above referenced facility for compliance with
North Carolina solid waste statues and rules. Teresa Summerlin (scale house operator - Yancey County)
and Adam Hudgins (equipment operator — Republic Services of North Carolina, LLC (d.b.a. Garbage
Disposal Services, Inc. (GDS)) were present during this inspection. The following violations were noted:

A. 15A NCAC 13B .0203(d) states: “by receiving solid waste at a permitted facility, the permittee(s) shall
be considered to have accepted the conditions of the permit and shall comply with the conditions of
the permit.” Permit to Operate No. 100-03T, operating condition #48(a) states that “the tipping floor
and transfer trailer loading area must be maintained in a clean, sanitary condition at all times and
must be cleaned at least daily in accordance with the approved Operational Plan.”

Yancey and Mitchell Counties and Republic Services, Inc. (d.b.a. Garbage Disposal Services, Inc.
(GDS)) are in violation of 15A NCAC 13B .0203(d) by failing to maintain sanitary conditions as
required by Permit Condition 48(a).
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The receiving bay of the transfer station is need of cleaning. The walls, the ceiling grates, the trench
drain grates, and the floor of the receiving bay all need cleaning.

B. 15A NCAC 13B .0203(d) states: “by receiving solid waste at a permitted facility, the permittee(s) shall
be considered to have accepted the conditions of the permit and shall comply with the conditions of
the permit.” Permit to Operate No. 100-03T, operating condition #49(a) states that “All water that
comes in contact with solid waste, including vehicle wash-down water, is leachate and must be
captured and properly treated before release to the environment.

a. The leachate control system, such as floor drains, leachate collection devices, sanitary sewer
connections and leachate storage tanks, must be operational during facility operations.”

Yancey and Mitchell Counties and Republic Services, Inc. (d.b.a. Garbage Disposal Services, Inc.
(GDS)) are in violation of 15A NCAC 13B .0203(d) by failing to capture and properly treat all water
that comes in contact with solid waste (i.e. leachate) before its release to the environment.

The receiving bay of the transfer station was flooded with leachate such that untreated leachate was
flowing down and across the access road and into the stormwater ditch on the EnergyXchange side
of the road.

Based upon the foregoing, Yancey and Mitchell Counties and Republic Services, Inc. (d.b.a. Garbage
Disposal Services, Inc. (GDS)) shall come into compliance March 1, 2016 with all requirements of the
regulations in 15A NCAC 13B .0201(h), and . 0203(d) by completing the following:

1. By no later than February 12, 2016, develop and submit a written plan with timeline, for review
and approval by the Section, to Bill Wagner, for correcting the violations cited in this Notice of
Violation letter.

2. To correct violations, and come in compliance with 15A NCAC 13B .0201(h) and 15A NCAC 13B
.0402(1) the permit holders must clean the interior walls on the tipping floor of the transfer
station; clean the walls of the receiving bay; and clean all horizontal support members; and clean
all trench drains in the transfer station.

3. To correct the violation, and come in compliance with 15A NCAC 13B .0402(3) the permit holders
must implement the corrective action plan required in item #1 above.

4. Within 10-days of receipt of this Notice of Violation, contact Jaclynne Drummond, Compliance
Hydrogeologist, to determine the requirements for a soil sampling plan to investigate the extent
of the leachate release.

The item(s) listed above were observed by Section staff and require action on behalf of the facility in order
to come into or maintain compliance with the Statutes, Rules, and/or other regulatory requirements
applicable to this facility. Be advised that pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22, an administrative penalty of up
to $15,000 per day may be assessed for each violation of the Solid Waste Laws, Regulations, Conditions
of a Permit, or Order under Article 9 of Chapter 130A of the N.C. General Statutes. Further, the facility
and/or all responsible parties may also be subject to enforcement actions including penalties, injunction
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from operation of a solid waste management facility or a solid waste collection service and any such
further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North Carolina Solid Waste
Management Act and Rules.

Please keep me informed of your progress in this matter. Solid Waste Section staff will conduct follow-
up inspection(s) to verify that the facility has completed the requirements of this Notice of Violation. If
you have any questions please contact me at 828-296-4705 or by e-mail at bill.wagner@ncdenr.gov.
