ADDITIONAL COMMENTS

On February 23, 2016, John Patrone met with Seth Heath and Catherine Hernandez to conduct a comprehensive
inspection of the WI Burnt Poplar Transfer, LLC — Transfer Station and Treatment and Processing Operation located
on Burnt Poplar Road in Greensboro, Guilford County.
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The facility is a municipal solid waste (MSW) and construction and demolition (C&D) debris transfer station
with a C&D debris treatment and processing (T&P) operation.

The facility is not in operation.

The facility ceased accepting waste on May 15, 2014.

During the inspection there was no solid waste on site.

The previous permit required the facility only accept C&D debris.

The current permit allows the facility to accept MSW and C&D debris and conduct a T&P operation.

Large concrete blocks outline the receiving pad. The area currently stores roll-off containers.

The facility is required to construct a transfer station building prior to the acceptance of solid waste.

The permit — conditions of permit to construct requires that construction of the transfer station building
commence within 18 month of issuance of the permit. The facility was issued an extension of this
requirement until October 21, 2016 (see file copy letter DIN: 24518).

Ensure permit — conditions of permit to construct are met prior to operation of the facility. A facility
inspection is required prior to operation.

The facility is permitted to receive MSW and C&D debris generated within Davidson, Forsyth, Guilford, and
Randolph Counties.

Solid waste is required to be disposed of only at facilities listed in the permit.

The facility maintains records of the amount of solid waste received. Records were verified for January
through December 2015 and January through February 22, 2016. Total tonnage received is 0.0.

The facility annual report (FAR) was received by the SWS dated July 28, 2015. Tonnage received July 2014
through June 2015 is 0.0. Tonnage shipped out during the same period is 0.0.

Mr. Heath stated that it is likely that C&D debris identified for processing will not be processed at the facility
but placed in a container and hauled to WI High Point Landfill, LLC - C&D Debris Landfill and Treatment
and Processing Operation (41-16) to be processed.

In addition to common recyclables (see facility permit page 12) only new construction debris may be
processed and stored at the facility.

Material shredding or grinding is not permissible at the facility.

Concrete crushing is permissible at the facility.

Facility financial assurance is up to date.

The facility has all-weather access roads.

The facility is secured by a locked gate.

Ensure the facility sign is updated to include information stated in the permit — conditions of permit to
operate.

The PTO expiration date is April 21, 2019.

Permit renewal application shall be submitted to the SWS by November 21, 2018.
