Completed UST closure or change-in-service site assessment reports, atong with & copy of the UST-2 form, should be submittad to the apprapriate Division
of Waste Management (DWW} Regional Office within thirty (30) days following closure activities. The UST-2 form should also be subrmitted to the Ceniral
Office in Raleigh 36 that the status of the tanks may be changed 1o permanently ciosed and your tank fee account can be dlosed out.

UETY dosure and change-in-service site assessments must be completed in accordance with the latest version of the Guidelines for Tank Closure. The
Guidelines for Tank Closure can be oblained at www . wastenotlng.org.

You mustmake sure that USTs removed from your property are disposed of properly. When choosing a closure contractor, ask where the tank(s) will be
taken for disposal. Usually, USTs are cleaned and cut up for scrap metal. This is dangerous work and must be performad by a qualified company. Tanks
disposed of Hlegally in fields or other dumpsites can jeak petroleur producls and sludge into the enviconment. If your tanks are disposed of improperly, you
could be held responsible for the deanup of any environmental damage that occurs,
