1. 15A NCAC 13B .0841 (i) states: The area around tanks shall be free of debris and vegetation to allow for access and
inspection for a distance of at least 5 feet.

On July 27, 2016, Leonard McSwain Septic Tank was in violation of 15A NCAC 13B .0841 (i) for failure to keep the
area around the septage detention tanks free of vegetation to allow for access and inspection for a distance of at least 5
feet.

In order to come into compliance, the vegetation must be cleared to a distance of 5 feet by August 22, 2016.

The item(s) listed above were observed by Section staff and require action on behalf of the facility in order to come into or maintain compliance
with the Statutes, Rules, and/or other regulatory requirements applicable to this facility. Be advised that pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22, an
administrative penalty of up to $15,000 per day may be assessed for each violation of the Solid Waste Laws, Regulations, Conditions of a Permit,
or Order under Article 9 of Chapter 130A of the N.C. General Statutes.
