ITEM 2.01. COMPLETION OF ACQUISITION OR DISPOSITION OF ASSETS.

Fab Industries Trust (the "Trust'), the successor to Fab Industries,
Inc. (the "Company"), announced that, effective October 31, 2005, it consummated
the previously disclosed sale, on going concern basis, of all of its assets and
the assumption of all of its liabilities to SSJJJ Manufacturing, LLC at a cash
price of $3.15 per share, for an aggregate consideration of $16,427,347. The
foregoing description of the sale transaction is qualified in its entirety by
reference to the complete description thereof contained in the Company's Current
Report on Form 8-K filed on May 27, 2005, which is incorporated herein by
reference.

ITEM 8.01. OTHER EVENTS

On November 2, 2005, the Trust issued a press release announcing the
sale transaction and the distribution of all of the consideration from the sale
transaction to the stockholders of record of the Company at the close business
on May 27, 2005 in an amount equal to $3.15 per share. No further distributions
will be made by the Trust.

Manufacturing, LLC at a cash pace of $3.15 per share, for an aggregate
consideration of $16,427,347. Business operations will continue under the trade
name Fab Industries Corp.

The Trust has distributed all of the consideration from the sale to the
stockholders of record of the Company at the close of business on May 27, 200%
in an amount equal to $3.15 per share. No further distributions will be made by
the Trust.

NEW YORK, N.Y. -- May 30, 2082 - Fab Industries, Inc. (AMEX:
FIT), a manufacturer of warp and circular knit fabrics, raschel laces and
laminated fabrics, announced that at its annual meeting of stockholders earlier
today its stockholders overwhelmingly approved a plan for a sale of Fab
Industries’ business in the context of a corporate liquidation. The Company's
Board of Directors met immediately after the annual meeting and declared an
initial liquidating distribution of $10.00 per share, to be payable on June 24,
2002 with a record date of June 10th.

As previously announced, in light of the ongoing economic
slowdown - particularly in the domestic textile industry - and diminishing
revenues, Fab Industries has been engaged in a concerted effort to explore
various strategic alternatives. In order to maximize stockholder value, the
Company plans to sell its business and will do so as part of a plan of
liquidation. The Company believes that in this way it will be able to distribute
its large cash position, as well as the proceeds of any sale, to stockholders
promptly and in a tax advantageous manner. Fab Industries will continue to
operate its business pending a sale as its management feels that a sale of an
on-going business will maximize stockholder value.

The Company today also reported the re-election of Lawrence H.
Bober, Martin B. Bernstein and Steven Myers to its Board of Directors.

Except for the historical information contained herein, the

Fab was founded in 1955 in a former rug mill in Amsterdam, NY by Samson Bitensky as a small lace netting
company called “Fab-Lace, Inc.” Since that time, Fab has primarily been a knitter of man-made fiber yarns on
tricot and raschel knitting machines. Fab continues in the lace business and is one of the world'’s largest
vertical producers (1984). The company grew over the years. Circular knitting was added in 1964. In 1966,
John MacArthur asked Bitensky to take over a foreclosed North Carolina textile mill, Mohican Corporation which
operated the Raval Lace Company in Lincolnton, NC. Bitensky reorganized his company as Fab Industries,
and added MacArthur to the board. He began the large-scale manufacturing of tricot knits and other fabrics. The
company went public in 1968 as Fab Industries. He developed Supersuede™, a lighter, more flexible fabric
than Ultrasuede ™. ltis in the urethane coating business for shoes and handbags. In home furnishings, Fab
manufactures products for draperies, curtains, bedspreads and upholstery. Cuts and sews bedding to over-
the-counter retailers.

Fab has been in the vanguard of the knitting industry with sales of over $90 million for the 39 weeks ended
August 15, 1984. Netincome of $5.6 million on sales per employee of $78,000 and earnings per share of
$1.20 were reported in 1983. Kurt Salmon Associates’ 12th Annual Performance Profile of publicly-held textile
companies for 1983 ranked Fab firstin netincome on sales of 8.2%. (1,2)

Mr. Bitensky became an angel for the budding textile engineering design program at the College of Textiles,
North Carolina State University when he presented a technical problem. How to separate narrow bands of lace
from wide raschel knitted fabric? He sought a fabric guidance system and a blade sharpening system that
would greatly increase productivity and quality, while reducing the scrap produced in the narrow band
separating process. When the students presented a viable system, Bitensky commercialized it and

presented a cash prize to the department. The college acknowledged the gift by naming a portion of the Textile
Engineering Design Laboratory as the 'Fab Textile Engineering Laboratory' in honor of Mr. Bitensky. (3)

Samson Bitensky died in 2006 at the age of 86. (2) Steven Myers, son-in-law became President of Fab.

FIT), a manufacturer of warp and circular knit fabrics, raschel laces and
laminated fabrics, announced that at its annual meeting of stockholders earlier
today its stockholders overwhelmingly approved a plan for a sale of Fab
Industries' business in the context of a corporate liquidation. The Company's
Board of Directors met immediately after the annual meeting and declared an
initial liquidating distribution of $10.00 per share, to be payable on June 24,
2002 with a record date of June 1@th.

As previously announced, in light of the ongoing economic
slowdown - particularly in the domestic textile industry - and diminishing
revenues, Fab Industries has been engaged in a concerted effort to explore
various strategic alternatives. In order to maximize stockholder value, the
Company plans to sell its business and will do so as part of a plan of
liquidation. The Company believes that in this way it will be able to distribute
its large cash position, as well as the proceeds of any sale, to stockholders
promptly and in a tax advantageous manner. Fab Industries will continue to
operate its business pending a sale as its management feels that a sale of an
on-going business will maximize stockholder value.

The Company today also reported the re-election of Lawrence H.
Bober, Martin B. Bernstein and Steven Myers to its Board of Directors.
