REPORT:

North State Aviation operates a repair facility for large aircraft. The facility has about 400
employees and is on an estimated 10 acres. The facility is growing and increasing its waste
generation rate. Mr. Rolison requested a visit to assist in the implementation of SQG
requirements as the facility grows. No violations of requirements for a CEG were observed.

The facility uses municipal water and sewage and is over 3 miles from the nearest off site well.
The nearest private residence is over ¥ mile from the facility.

The repair area consists of one large building. There were two large commercial passenger jet
aircraft in the building at the time of inspection.

The facility does mechanical and electrical repairs and upgrades to aircraft. The facility has a
paint area for small items. Currently the facility does not paint aircraft. There was one 55 gallon
satellite accumulation container in the paint area.

There were three 55-gallon and one cubic yard containers in the storage area. Some of the
containers needed to be labeled, closed and marked with a starting accumulation date. The cubic
yard container held sealant vials that were being disposed as hazardous waste. Weekly
inspections must be conducted and recorded for this area.

The facility has two tanks outside the building for used oil. They were labeled “Used Oil” and
no spills were observed.

Crushed bulbs are shipped as non-hazardous waste by A&D Environmental after doing TCLP
analyses for mercury. Mr. Rolison said all used lamps are newer non-mercury lamps.

The facility has obtained data from the lamp manufacturer to confirm that any mercury present
is below thresholds.

Waste solvent wipes with alcohol and acetone are generated throughout the facility. These are
collected in 5-gallon containers. The wipes are disposed as dry non-hazardous waste and are
picked up by A&D Environmental.

CONCLUSIONS:

No violations of requirements for a CEG were observed. When the facility reaches the point that
it generates over 220 pounds in any month it must be in full compliance with SQG
requirements. This includes ensuring that container requirements are met, including labeling,
closing, and marking with a starting accumulation date. Weekly inspections must be made and
recorded. Contingency information must be posted that includes name and number of the
emergency coordinator, location of fire extinguishers and spill control supplies and number of
the fire department.
