


SECTION I - Introduction

In the overall environmental sanitation picture of rapidly expanding urban
communities of North Carolina, the problem of how to handle the estimated
4,511,000 tons of refuse produced annually offers one of our greatest challenges.
This is a problem of the community as well as the individual and continual
disregard on the part of either will certainly result in unnecessary disease and
annoyance. Lack of understanding, carelessness and indifference is largely respon-
sible for our present problems. Frequently, individual effort is fruitless without
public control, but, at the same time, efforts of public health agencies are doomed
to failure without support of individual citizens.

Refuse which is contaminated with disease organisms originating in the home
or institutions provides food and shelter for many of our most important public
health pests, insects and rodents. It is, therefore, necessary that refuse be
handled in an acceptable manner from the point of origin to that of disposal.
Refuse, at the point of origin, is largely the responsibility of the producer

and must be stored in an apprved manner. Refuse collection is accomplished in

three ways: (1) by the individual, (2) by a governmental agency using public

funds, and (3) by private contract garbage collectors who are paid by the individual

receiving the service. Refuse disposal is normally accomplished by (1) the
individual who utilizes his own land or disposal areas belonging to private or

public agencies, (2) by governmental agencies who utilize publicly-owned dis-

| posal areas or (3) by private collectors who provide their own disposal areas or

. utilize that of a public agency. No longer is the old-fashioned, insanitary

refuse dump acceptable in today's society as a means of refuse disposal. An

open dump is aesthetically offensive because of smoke and odors and is responsible

for the reduction of adjacent land values, and are gradually being replaced by

the sanitary landfill or other sanitary means of refuse disposal.



SECTION II - Legal Aspects

Authority to Regulate

State Board of Health

"Rules and Regulations Providing Standards for Solid Waste Disposal" adopted by
the North Carolina State Board of Health as directed by Article 13B of Chapter 130 of

the General Statutes shall be used as minimum standards for solid waste management .

Local Board of Health

County or district boards of health may adopt more stringent regulations as pro-

vided by General Statute 130-17.

Boards of Commissioners

County boards of commissioners have authority to regulate under G.S. 153-272
through 275, the collection and disposal of refuse by private persons and firms outside
municipal boundaries.

In exercising this authority, the board of commissioners may:

(1) Tssue licenses or permits for the collection and disposal of refuse.

(2) Prohibit collection and disposal by unlicensed persons.

(3) Grant licensed persons exclusive rights to collect in designated areas.

(4) Regulate the fees charged for private collection services.

(5) Operate collection and disposal services.

Authority to Finance

The 1967 General Assembly amended G.S. 153-77 and G.S. 153-80 of the County
Finance Act to authorize the issuance of bonds for sanitary landfills and for vehicles

and equipment.




SECTION III
The Existing Solid Waste Management
Program in Onslow County
The present solid waste management program in Onslow County has been in
operation approximately two years. The Onslow County Health Department operates
the solid waste disposal program in the county.
The following general information covers the present management program:

On-site Storage: Until the recent adoption of state-wide regulations there were

no administrative regulations governing on-site storage in Onslow County. Solid
waste is stored on the ground, in 55 gallon barrels, or in other type containers,
many of which have no lids. This provides ideal conditions for the breeding

and feeding of flies, rats and other pests.

The City of Jacksonville does have administrative regulations governing
on-site storage of solid waste.

Collection: The City of Jacksonville and the Town of Richlands use their own
man power and equipment to collect solid waste twice per week. The Towns of
Swansboro and Holly Ridge contract with private collectors to collect solid
waste twice per week.

It is estimated that the following percent of the rural population in each
township uses private collection services - Jacksonville 70%, Stumpee Point 10%,
Richlands 30%, Swansboro 50%, and White Oak 30%. It is estimated that there
are 23,460 people living in Onslow County with no collection service.

Camp Lejeune provides its own solid waste program.

Disposal: There are six land disposal sites for solid waste disposal in Onslow
County as shown on the enclosed map. The county operates a site at Folkston,
Georgetown, Piney Green, Swansboro and Catherine Lake, and the City of Jacksonville

operating the remaining site. None of these sites are operated in accordance




with the recently adopted N. C. State Board of Health "Rules and Regulations
Providing Standards for Solid Waste Disposal." Under the present regulations

the presently operated sites would probably not meet requirements.
SECTION IV - Recommendations

To up-grade the solid waste management program in Onslow County, so that
it will protect the health of the people, improve the county's environment,
meet the requirements of the N. C. State Board of Health '"Rules and Regulations
Providing Standards for Solid Waste Disposal,' and be economically feasible
it is recommended that:

Storage: Solid waste storage shall be up-graded to meet the standards as set
forth in Section IV of the N. C. State Board of Health '"Rules and Regulations
Providing Standards for Solid Waste Disposal."

Collection: Solid waste collection within a municipality be the responsibility
of the municipality.

Collection may be by municipality owned and operated equipment or by con-
tract with private collectors.

House-to-house collection in unincorporated areas be left to private enter-
prize (private collectors).

A roll-off container system be provided for collection service for those
areas where house-to-house service is not available, is not economically feasible,
and for those individuals who desire to take their own waste to a collection
point. The container system would be used instead of multi-landfills.

Disposal: 1. Two (2) sanitary landfills be operated in accordance with N. C.
State Board of Health "Rules and Regulations Providing Standards for Solid Waste
Disposal' to serve the total population of Onslow County except Camp Lejeune.
The landfills should be located in the genefal vacinity of the location shown

on the enclosed map-




2. After the sanitary landfills are opened, the present dumps shall be closed
in accordance with Section XIII-C-1l, 2, 3, 4 of the N. C. State Board of Health
"Rules and Regulations Providing Standards for Solid Waste Disposal."

Supervision: It is recommended that the Onslow County Health Department be in

charge of the solid waste management program.

SECTION V - Cost Analysis

The following cost estimates are based on the operation of two (2) sanitary
landfills and a container system for collection to serve the total population of
Onslow County, except Camp Lejeune, as recommended in Section IV and described in
Appendix A.

(2) Municipalities and industry would haul their solid waste or contract
with private collectors
(3) This recommended solid waste management program can be operated in
Onslow County for an annual operating cost of $1.00 per person including

equipment depreciation.
SECTION VI - Conclusion

(1) The problem of refuse disposal in Onslow County is due to a number of
factors. There are more disposable items on the market today than
ever existed in the past or many containers are no longer the returnable
and reusable types, but are desposables. The pounds of disposable
items per capita per day have doubled in the past ten years.

(2) This is a problem that affects the total population from the farmers

who are being dumped upon to the persons who live near an open dump.

(3) The Solid Waste and Vector Control Séction of the State Board of Health,

through your local health department, is available to assist in any way possible.

APPENDIX "A"

Container System:

The container sites will be constructed so that the top of a container will
be thirty (30) inches above the drive up ramp. An all-weather road and ramp
will be provided at each site. It is estimated that one-half acre of land will
be needed at each site. Sites should be provided by the community that it serves.

The operation of the system will utilize thirteen (13) container sites. An
extra or fourteenth (14) container will be used, so that an empty container can
be taken to each site to replace the loaded container that is removed. By using
this extra container only half the mfles will be driven per year.

It is estimated that the truck will travel 35,852 miles per year. Using
an average spged of 35 MPH, this will require 20 hours per week travel time.
Allowing ten (10) minutes per container for dumping at the landfill and twenty
(20) minutes per container for loading and site cleaning, it will require thirteen
(13) hours per week for same; thus making a total of thirty-three (33) hours

per week. This would allow seven (7) hours per week for equipment maintenance.

REPORT:
The county refuse disposal survey was made at the request of the Onslow County

Health Department. This survey shows the following conditions in the county in
regards to the problem of refuse collection and disposal:

1. The Onslow County Board of Health adopted an ordinance on October 12 s 1965,
regarding the storage, collection, transporting, and disposal of solid waste in the
county. The County Commissioners have not acted under the authority granted them by
G.S. 153-272 to 275. The contract collectors operating in the county, approximately 15,
were called to & meeting where the ordinance was explained. The collection vehicles andv
the method of disposal are generally in accord with the ordinance at the present tire.

2. Only one town in the county is operating a disposal eite in accordance
with the ordinance. Jacksonville is operating a landfill, while Richlands and
Swansboro have open dumps. Holly Ridge has a contract with a private collector who
picks up all of the town refuse and disposes of it in his private dump.

3. The survey throughout Onslow County shows that there are at least 581 garbage
dumps alohg £he roads of the county. There were also 47 locations spotted which
contained three or more junked automobiles. The garbage dumps were classified into

three categories according to the estimated accumulation at each site. These classifi-

%%&%"23 ,wore those areas with less than one cubic yard but not including s aingle bag




or box of garbage, one to two cubic yards and two cubic yards or more. Pour
hundred twenty-four (424) or 733 were in the first category, 84 or 14X were in the
second category, and 73 or 13% were in the third category. All dumps are spotled on
the attached m&p, but no attempt to show the classification of the dump has been made.
4. The contract collectors are disposing of their solid waste in the Jacksonville
city landfill. An snnual fes is charged by the city to contract collectors ranging
from $250.00 per year for a % ton truck to $1,000.00 per year for packsr-type
collection trucks.
5, At the present time, it is estimated that solid waste production in the
United States is at the rate of 4.5 pounds per capita per day. At this rate, the total
solid waste production in Onslow County is 243 tons per day or 88,665 tons annually.
With 80% of the county population residing outside the incorporated areas of the
county, there is a total of 70 ,956 tons annually that 1s to be collected and disposed
of in the county. While contract collectlon service is available in most areas of
the county, it is apparent from this survey that there is & considerable number of
residents that do not subscribe to this service, either dus to finencial or other
reasons. Since there is no designated disposal area avallable to these residents, the

solid wastes are disposed of along the roads and other areas throughout the county.

Recomeendations:

In order to improve the collection and disposal of solid wastes in Onslow County,
it is recommended that:

1. The Cnslow County Board of County Commissioners utilize the authority granted
under Article 22, G.5. 153-272 to 275 to compliment the present Board of Health
Ordinance.in the collection and disposal of solid wastes (copy attached).

2, At lasst five sanitary landfill sites be opened to the public at strategic
points in the county. These dispossl areas are needed in the following locations:

{a) One sanitary landfill is needed in the area aouth of
Catherine lake.

In order for the Sanitation Department to render the best ser—
vice possible to you, we feel that it is necessary that you understand
the policies and regulations of the Department as set forth in the
City Ordinance relating to garbage and other refuse. With this
thought in mind, we respectfully submit for your information the
following regulations governing the collection of garbage and trash,

l. Garbage cans with tight fitting lids are required. Due to
severe back injuries to some collectors, garbage collectors are not
permitted to handle cans in excess of 32 gallon capacity. DO NOT
PLACE BRICK, STONE, EARTH OR SIMILAR MATERIAL IN YOUR GARBAGE CAN,

2. Collection of garbage will be made from the backyard twice -
each week, except holidays. Every effort will be made to make the
collection approximately the same time each collection day., Please
place your cans in the backyard where they are easily accessible,
Collectors are not permitted to enter any house or building in making
collections,

3. Trash will be collected each Wednesday. Please place the
trash and debris BACK OF THE CURB where the collector will be sure to
see 1t not later than Wednesday morning., Placing trash or debris in
the street gutter or street is not only unlawful but creates a hazard
to the motoring public and obstructs drainage, making it necessary in
many instances to expend City funds to remove the trash from the storm
sewers of the City, SECTION 7 OF THE CITY ORDINANCE RELATING TO GAR-
BAGE AND TRASH STATES THAT IT SHALL BE UNLAWFUL TO PLACE TRASH, DIRT
OR OTHER REFUSE IN GUTTERS AND STREETS.

4. In the event you have a large amount of trash that you would
prefer not to put in front of your house back of the curb, it can be
picked up from alongside your driveway, provided you call the Sanita-
tion Department, Telephone No. 347-5153, Extension 23, not later than
4:00 P, M, on Tuesday and request that this be done,

5. The provisions of the City Ordinance do not permit the Sani-
tation Department to remove the following materials: (1) Building
material scraps or any refuse remaining from the construction, alter-
ation, renovation or demolition of any building, fence or any struc-
ture, (2) Trees, bush, roots, soil or refuse of any kind resulting
from clearing or landscaping. (3) Any tree limbs or trunks resulting
from other than clearing or landscaping unless they are no longer than
four (4) feet and/or more than four (4) inches in diameter,

2. At lgaat five sanitary landfill sites be opened to the public at strategic
points in the county. These disposal areas are needed in the following locations:

(2) One sanitary landfill is needed in the area south of
Catherine lake.



(v) A second landfill is needed in the Richlands area to serve
the western quarter of the county.

(c) A third landfill should be located in the Jacksonville area.
{d) A fourth landfill is needed in the area southwest of Swansboro.

(e) A& fifth landfill is needed in the Dixon-Sneeds Perry-Holly
Kidge complex.

3. The local health department be provided funds for employing one man for the
purpose of promoting and conducting the solid waste control program. The duties of
this employee shall be to publicize, promote, supervise, and approve scolid waste
collection and disposal programs in the county. This employee shall solicit the
assistance of law enforcement personnel to apprehend and prosecute violstors of refuse
disposal ordinsnces.

L. In those cases where individuals permit the use of their land for solid waste
disposal, it shall be the responsibility of those individuals to operate a landfill,
or arrange for the lease of the property to the county for that purpose.

5. All solid waste disposal sites shall be operated as sanitary landfills in
accordance with the North Carolina State Board of Health Special Bulletin 479, "hefuse
Disposal by Sanitary Iandfill."

The North Carclina State Board of Health will be glad to provide consultation

services through the local health department.
