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1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

ECS Carolinas, LLP (ECS) was contracted by Winston-Salem State University to 
perform an ASTM Standard E-1527-05, Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) 
on an approximate 92.18 acre tract located on Martin Luther King Jr. Drive in Winston-
Salem, North Carolina. Any exceptions to or deletions from this practice are described in 
Section 2.0 of this report. 

Based on the records search, site reconnaissance and interviews, it appears that the 
site has contained Bowman Gray Stadium since at least 1940.  The stadium has 
historically been used for automobile racing.  The remainder of the site contained 
predominantly undeveloped, wooded land from at least 1940 to no later than 1974.  The 
1974 through 2005 aerial photographs depicts three baseball diamonds on the 
northwestern portion of the site and cleared land east of Martin Luther King Jr. Drive.   
  
The site is currently divided into four sections.  Section 1 consists an approximate 41.8 
acre tract of land located west of Martin Luther King Jr. Drive.  Section 1 currently 
contains Bowman Gray Stadium, concession stands, restrooms, the two story Bowman 
Gray Field House, several out buildings, grassed areas and parking areas.  The stadium 
is reportedly utilized by the Winston-Salem State University (WSSU) football team for 
approximately eight to ten games per year.  The stadium is also leased to a race 
promoter who organizes approximately 15 to 20 races per year.   The field house was 
constructed in 2006.  The building is heated with natural gas.  Water and sanitary sewer 
services are provided by the City of Winston-Salem.    
  
Section 2 consists of the approximate 23.2 acre Civitan Park located northwest of 
Section 1.  Civitan Park contains athletic fields, a storage building, a gravel parking 
lot, grassed areas, wetland areas, a portion of Salem Creek and a portion of the Salem 
Creek Greenway.  Civitan Park is utilized by WSSU for football practices and other 
student activities.  Section 3 consists of an approximate 9.10 acre tract of land located 
east of Section 2 and north of Section 1.  Section 3 contains a grassed area and a 
portion of the Salem Creek Greenway.  Section 4 consists of an approximate 18.05 acre 
tract of land located east of Martian Luther King Jr. Drive.  Section 4 contains a parking 
lot, grassed area and wooded area.   

The Standard Environmental Records (SER) search prepared by Environmental Data 
Resources, Inc. (EDR) identified the site on the Leaking Underground Storage Tank 
(LUST) list. We reviewed the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural 
Resources (NCDENR) file for this release.  According to the file, a release was 
discovered during the removal of a 450-gallon heating oil underground storage tank 
(UST) which was used to heat the old stadium field house which was demolished in 
2006.  Two initial closure soil samples were collected below the mid-line location of the 
tank and were analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH).  TPH concentrations 
exceeded the NCDENR maximum concentrations.

An additional 44.61 tons of soil was excavated from the area of the tank pit.  Five 
confirmation samples were collected from the base and side walls of the excavation and 
analyzed for volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and semi-volatile organic compounds 
(SVOCs).  Concentrations of C11-C22 Aliphatics were identified in one sample above 
the Soil-to-Groundwater Maximum Contaminate Concentration (MCC).   

One groundwater monitoring well was installed in the vicinity of the tank pit.  One soil 
sample was collected during the installation of the monitoring well at 25 feet below 
ground surface (bgs) and analyzed for VOCs, SVOCs, tentatively identified compounds 
(TICs), extractable petroleum hydrocarbons (EPHs) and volatile petroleum hydrocarbons 
(VPH).  Results from the soil sample analysis indicated that the compound 
concentrations were below quantitation limits.  One groundwater sample was obtained 
from the groundwater monitoring well and analyzed for VOCs, SVOCs, TICs, EPHs and 
VPH.  Naphthalene was detected at 19 parts per billion (ppb), below the then NC2L 
standards.  All other compounds were below quantitation limits.   

The incident was classified as Low Risk and a No Further Action (NFA) letter was issued 
on May 18, 2007.  The NFA letter indicates that soil contamination does not exceed the 
residential maximum soil contamination concentrations (MSCCs) and that groundwater 
contamination does not exceed NC2L standards. 

The SER search identified a landfill (Terry Cornett, 1400 Block of Stadium), located on 
Section 4 of the site.  This facility was permitted as a Construction and Demolition 
Landfill in October of 1985.  The facility has been sited for numerous violations 
associated with access and signage.  The landfill reportedly accepted construction 
debris from the City of Winston-Salem including wood from storm damage, asphalt from 
street maintenance and soils from the street sweeper.  A December 11, 1991 
Memorandum from Mr. Cornett to Mr. Jim Bryan, Environmental Health Supervisor with 
Forsyth County, indicated that solid waste placed at the facility by others would be 
removed and disposed of.  The memorandum indicated that the landfill should be closed 
by the following spring and graveled for additional parking for Bowman Gray Stadium.  A 
June 5, 1996 letter from the Winston Salem Inspections Division indicated that the 
landfill would need to meet the current improvement standards or obtain a letter of 
closure by January 1, 1997.  Further information regarding the status of the landfill was 
not available.  The area is currently a gravel covered parking lot. 

 
ECS conducted a Historical/Regulatory Records Review (ECS Project Number G-11482) 
which was issued on September 16, 2005. This report was performed on Sections 2 and 
3.  The report stated that apparent debris piles were observed in the historic aerial 
photographs.  According to an interview, construction debris was encountered during the 
development of the baseball fields formerly located on Section 2. 
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ECS conducted a Preliminary Subsurface Exploration and Geotechnical Engineering 
Analysis (ECS Project Number G-11482-A) and a Supplemental Subsurface Exploration 
and Geotechnical Engineering Analysis (ECS Project Number G-11482-B) on Section 2 
and 3.  The reports indicate that 20 borings were advanced on the site and 29 test pits 
were excavated.  Construction debris was encountered throughout this portion of the 
site.  The debris fill appears to be the remnants of construction debris consisting of 
concrete, bricks, rubber tires, wood pieces, and metal pieces. The debris fill generally 
started from a depth of two feet and extended to depths of four to six feet.  Generally, 
the top two feet of the fill was free from significant debris. The amount of debris varied 
within the fill in lateral direction as well as vertical direction.  Most of the debris fill was 
encountered in northwest, central, and eastern portions of Section 2. 
  
We contacted Mr. Keith Huff, Director of Storm Water Management for the City of 
Winston-Salem.  Mr. Huff indicated that a construction and demolition landfill was 
encountered during wetland remediation operations on the northern portion of Section 
2.  Mr. Huff indicated that fill material consisted of inert debris including wood, brick and 
concrete.  Mr. Huff indicated that more than one fuel tank was also identified in the fill 
material.  Mr. Huff indicated that material was excavated from the wetland mitigation 
area only. 
  
We contacted Mr. David Saunders, Director of the Winston-Salem/Forsyth County 
Utilities Department.  Mr. Saunders provided us with a map of the site with areas of 
known landfilling highlighted.  The map depicts a construction and demolition landfill on 
Section 4 of the site, consistent with the Terry Cornett landfill.  The map also depicts 
municipal solid waste landfill on the southwestern portion of Section 1.  Mr. Saunders 
indicated that the landfill was privately owned and operated in the 1950s. 
  
 
The SER search identified Hertz Rental Office-WS located on adjacent property south of 
the site, across Williamson Street, on the LUST list. We reviewed the NCDENR file for 
this incident.  According to the file, one 500-gallon waste oil UST, one 500-gallon motor 
oil UST, on 500-gallon hydraulic oil UST, one 2,000-gallon gasoline UST and one 
10,000-gallon diesel UST were removed from the facility in 1995.  Soil samples were 
obtained from beneath the USTs for laboratory analysis and the tank pits were backfilled 
with excavated soils and clean backfill.   Analytical results of soil samples obtained from 
beneath the waste oil, motor oil and hydraulic oil tanks indicated elevated levels of oil 
and grease.  A Site Specific Evaluation (SSE) was performed for the site.  The results of 
the evaluation indicated the presence of hydrocarbon impacted soils beneath the 
hydraulic tank in excess of the SSE cleanup level.  Approximately 57 tons of soil was 
then excavated from the tank pit.  Three soil samples were collected in the vicinity of the 
elevated oil and gasoline concentrations and were analyzed for oil and gasoline.  
Analysis of the soil samples indicated concentrations of oil and gasoline at levels below 
their SSE cleanup levels.  The NCDENR issued a letter indicating that the UST system 
has been closed in accordance with applicable regulations on June 25, 1996.  The 
release from this facility is not expected to impact the site. 
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The SER identified WSSU-Anderson Building, located on adjacent property north of the 
site, on the LUST list.  According to the EDR report, soil contamination was encountered 
during the removal of a 20,000-gallon heating oil UST.  Contaminated soil was 
excavated from the facility.  The incident was remediated to residential standards, 
according to the EDR report.  This facility is located on adjacent property north of 
Salem Creek.  The release from this facility is not expected to impact the site.  
  
The SER search identified  Resource Recovery and Reduction, Co, located on adjacent 
property south of the site, as a Solid Waste Landfill.  According to NCDENR Department 
of Solid Waste documentation, this facility is a collection facility for household hazardous 
waste.  This facility has received no violations. 
  
The SER search identified several other facilities that have had documented releases of 
petroleum products or hazardous substances. Based on their distances (1,000 feet and 
more) and/or the groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface topography, 
releases from these facilities would not be expected to impact the site. 
 
As documented and qualified by this report, this assessment has revealed no evidence 
of RECs in connection with the property except for the following: 
  
On-Site 

•  The historic use of Bowman Gray Stadium as a venue for automobile racing.  It 
is possible that undocumented releases have occured associated with historic 
racing activities. 

• The construction and demolition landfill located in Sections 2 and 3. 

• The construction and demolition landfill located in Section 4. 

• The municipal solid waste landfill located in Section 1. 

Additional assessment is recommended to determine if the site has been adversely 
impacted by the above RECs. 
  
Additional Considerations 
  
Based on the age of the structure (2006), it is unlikely that asbestos containing materials 
are present.  However, if the building is renovated or demolished in the future, an 
asbestos survey should be performed to confirm that asbestos-containing materials are 
not present. 
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Streams are located on the eastern, western and northern portions of the site. These 
streams and potential associated wetlands should be delineated to determine their exact 
locations and possible impact on site development. Permits will be required from the U. 
S. Army Corps of Engineers and the North Carolina Division of Water Quality if these 
areas will be impacted by redevelopment.  A wetland delineation would determine the 
exact location and extent of the jurisdictional areas. 
  
Off-Site 

• Off-Site RECs were not identified in this assessment. 

This Executive Summary is an integral part of the Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment report. ECS recommends that the report be read in its entirety. 
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2.0 INTRODUCTION 

2.1 Purpose and Reason for Performing Phase I ESA 

The purpose of the ESA was to: 

•        evaluate the probability of impact to the surface water, groundwater and/or soils 
within the property boundaries through a review of regulatory information and a 
reconnaissance of the subject site and vicinity; 

•        evaluate historical land usage to identify previous conditions that could potentially 
impact the environmental condition of the site; 

•        evaluate the potential for on-site and off-site contamination;  

•        provide a professional opinion regarding the potential for environmental impact at 
the site, and a list of Recognized Environmental Condition; and,  

•        conduct all appropriate inquiry as defined by ASTM E 1527-05. 

The reason for the ESA is to qualify for an LLP to CERCLA liability. 

2.2 Scope of Services 

The environmental assessment was conducted in accordance with ASTM E 1527-05 
and EPA Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiry (40 CFR §312.10). The 
environmental assessment was conducted under the supervision or responsible charge 
of an individual that qualifies as an environmental professional, as defined in 40 CFR 
§312.10. 

2.3 Limitations 

The ESA involved a reconnaissance of the site and contiguous properties and a review 
of regulatory and historical information in accordance with the ASTM standard and EPA 
regulation referenced herein.  No non-scope considerations or additional issues such as 
asbestos, radon, wetlands or mold were investigated, unless otherwise described in 
Section 7.0 of this report.

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3.0 SITE DESCRIPTION 

3.1 Site Location and Legal Description 

The site referred to as “subject property”, “site” or “the property” is an approximate 92.18 
acre tract located on Martin Luther King Jr. Drive in Winston-Salem, North Carolina. The 
site is identified on the Forsyth County GIS website as PINs 6835-90-8762, 6835-90-
4696, 6835-91-5106, 6835- 81-9230, 6835-82-7580, 6835-72-7077, 6835-92-1802, 
6835-81-2407, 6835-81-3325, 6835-81-2270, 6835-81-2069, 6835-80-3904, 6835-80-
3813, 6835-80-3609 and 6835-80-3507.  The City of Winston-Salem is identified as the 
owner of the site. 

3.2 Physical Setting and Hydrogeology 

As determined from the USGS Topographic Map,  Winston-Salem East, North Carolina 
Quadrangle (Appendix I, Figure 1), unnamed tributaries to Salem Creek flow from south 
to north across the central portion of the site and along the eastern border of the site.  
Salem Creek flows along the northern border of the site.  Potential wetlands are depicted 
in the northwest portion of the site.  Elevations at the site range from approximately 830 
feet above mean sea level near the central portion of the site along Martin Luther King 
Jr. Drive to approximately 760 feet above mean sea level near the western and eastern 
portions of the site. Surface drainage on the site is to the north toward Salem Creek. 
Areas to the north, south, southeast and southwest appear to be upgradient of the site 
based on groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface topography. 

The subject property is located within the Carolina Slate Belt of the Piedmont 
Physiographic Province. The Piedmont Physiographic Province is characterized by 
gently rolling topography, deeply weathered bedrock, and a relative paucity of solid 
outcrop. Rocks are strongly weathered in the Piedmont's humid climate and bedrock is 
generally buried under a thick (2-20 m) blanket of saprolite. Outcrops are commonly 
restricted to stream valleys where saprolite has been removed by erosion. The 
topography becomes somewhat more rugged with proximity to the Blue Ridge, where 
local monadnocks of more resistant rock occur. 

A variety of igneous and metamorphic rocks make up the bedrock of the Piedmont 
province. Most of these rocks range in age from Proterozoic to Paleozoic and form the 
internal core of the ancient Appalachian Mountain belt. Triassic sedimentary rocks, 
diabase dikes, and basalt flows are present in a number of grabens and half-grabens 
that formed during the early stages of rifting associated with the opening of the Atlantic 
Ocean. Rivers and streams carrying sand, silt and mud flowed into these lowland rift 
basins burying swamps and marshes, later producing small coal measures. 
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The soils encountered in this area are the residual product of in-place chemical 
weathering of rock presently underlying the site. In general, shallow unconfined 
groundwater movement within the overlying soils is controlled largely by topographic 
gradients. However, as the groundwater percolates downward to the bedrock, it 
becomes controlled by the orientation of the rock fracture systems. Thus, the direction of 
groundwater movement may not be consistent with the reflecting topography. Recharge 
occurs primarily by infiltration along higher elevations and typically discharges into 
streams or other surface water bodies. The elevation of the shallow water table is 
transient and can vary greatly with seasonal fluctuations in precipitation. Movement of 
groundwater under water table conditions is generally from higher to lower elevations. 
As such, shallow groundwater would be expected to flow to the north beneath the site. 
The actual groundwater flow direction cannot be determined without site-specific 
information obtained through the installation of groundwater monitoring wells. 

3.3 Current Use and Description of the Site 

The site is an approximate 92.18 acre tract located on Martin Luther King Jr. Drive in 
Winston-Salem, North Carolina. The site is divided into four sections.  The sections are 
shown on Figure 2 (Appendix I). 

Section 1 

Section 1 consists an approximate 41.8 acre tract of land located west of Martin Luther 
King Jr. Drive.  Section 1 contains Bowman Gray Stadium, concession stands, 
restrooms, the two story Bowman Gray Field House, several out buildings, and  grassed 
and parking areas.   

Section 2 

Section 2 consists of the approximate 23.2 acre Civitan Park located northwest of 
Section 1.   Civitan Park contains athletic fields, a storage building, a gravel parking 
lot, grassed areas, wetland areas, a portion of Salem Creek and a portion of the Salem 
Creek Greenway.   

Section 3 

Section 3 consists of an approximate 9.10 acre tract of land located east of Section 2 
and north of Section 1.  Section 3 contains a grassed area and a portion of the Salem 
Creek Greenway. 

Section 4 

Section 4 consists of an approximate 18.05 acre tract of land located east of Martian 
Luther King Jr. Drive.  Section 4 contains a parking lot, grassed area and wooded area.   
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3.4 Current Uses of the Adjoining Properties 

The site is bound  north of Sections 2 and 3 by Salem Creek and north of section 4 by 
the US Army Reserve Building and Argonne Boulevard; on the east by Martin Luther 
King Jr. Drive and single family homes; on the south by buildings occupied by 3RC 
Forsyth County Resource Recovery Reduction, Hertz Rental, a vacant commercial 
building, Ready Mix Concrete and single family homes; and, on the west by single family 
homes and Vargrave Street.  Additional information regarding adjacent properties is 
provided in Section 6.3. 
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4.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION 

An ASTM E 1527-05 User Questionnaire was completed for the site by Mr. Spencer 
Gung behalf of WWSU. The responses to the questionnaire were used to complete this 
portion of the report. A copy of the completed questionnaire is included in Appendix II. 

4.1 Title Information 

ECS has not been provided with a chain-of-title. If this information is provided at a later 
date, we will review it for evidence of environmental concerns and issue an addendum to 
this report if the review indicates a material difference in our findings. 

4.2 Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations 

As of the issuance of this report, we have not received the Environmental LienSearch 
Report from EDR.  When this information is provided, we will issue an addendum to this 
report if it makes a material difference in our findings. 

4.3 Specialized Knowledge 

Mr. Gung indicated that he does not have specialized user knowledge or experience 
related to the site or nearby properties. 

4.4 Commonly Known or Reasonably Ascertainable Information 

Mr. Gung indicated that the site has been historically utilized as a stadium and park.  He 
does not posses commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information about the 
site including specific chemicals that are or were once present at the site, spills or other 
chemical releases that have taken place at the site and environmental cleanups that 
have taken place at the site. 

4.5 Valuation Reduction for Environmental Issues 

Mr. Gung indicated that a price has not been negotiated at this time. 

4.6 Owner, Property Manager, and Occupant Information 

Mr. Gung indicated that the City of Winston Salem currently owns the site.  The WSSU 
football team holds games at Bowman Gray Stadium and practices at Civitan Park.  The 
stadium is also leased to a race promoter who organizes approximately 15 to 20 races 
per year. 

4.7 Degree of Obviousness 

Mr. Gung indicated that he is not aware of obvious indicators that point to the presence 
or likely presence of contamination at the site.  
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5.0 RECORDS REVIEW 

A regulatory records search of ASTM standard and supplemental databases was 
conducted for the site and is included in Appendix III. The regulatory search report in the 
appendix includes additional details about the regulatory databases that were reviewed. 
The regulatory records search involves searching a series of databases for facilities that 
are located within a specified distance from the subject property. The ASTM standard 
specifies an approximate minimum search distance from the subject site for each 
database. Pursuant to ASTM, the approximate minimum search distance may be 
reduced for each standard environmental record except for Federal NPL site list, and 
Federal RCRA TSD list. According to ASTM, government information obtained from 
nongovernmental sources may be considered current if the source updates the 
information at least every 90 days or, for information that is updated less frequently than 
quarterly by the government agency, within 90 days of date the government agency 
makes the information available to the public. The following table indicates the standard 
environmental record sources and the approximate minimum search distances for each.

The Standard Environmental Records (SER) search was provided by EDR. Search 
distances recommended by ASTM 1507-E were maintained for the databases reviewed. 

5.1 Federal Databases 

Federal National Priorities List (NPL) 
The NPL is a subset of Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and 
Liability Information System (CERCLIS) and identifies “superfund” sites that have had 
documented contamination incidents. 
 
The site was not identified on the NPL. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the NPL. 

Federal Delisted NPL 
The Delisted NPL identifies sites previously listed on the NPL where no further response 
is appropriate. 
 
The site was not identified on the Delisted NPL. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the Delisted NPL. 

Federal CERCLIS 
CERCLIS contains data on potential hazardous waste sites that have been reported to 
the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA). CERCLIS contains sites 
that are either proposed to or on the NPL and sites which are in the screening and 
assessment phase for possible inclusion on the NPL. 
 
The site was not identified on the CERCLIS database. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the CERCLIS database. 

Federal CERCLIS No Further Remedial Action Planned (NFRAP) 
CERCLIS sites designated as NFRAP have been removed from CERCLIS. NFRAP sites 
may be sites where, following an initial investigation, no contamination was found, 
contamination was removed quickly without the need for the site to be placed on the 
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NPL, or the contamination was not serious enough to require federal Superfund action or 
NPL consideration. 
 
The site was not identified on the CERCLIS NFRAP. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported as being on the CERCLIS NFRAP database. 
 

• Collingwood Furniture, 1665 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - located 
approximately 1,570 feet south of the site.  Based on the distance and the 
groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface topography, the release from 
this facility is not expected to  impact the site. 

• RJ Archer Inc., Cunningham Avenue - located approximately 1,500 feet south 
of the site.  Based on the distance and the groundwater flow direction 
inferred from the surface topography, the release from this facility is not expected 
to  impact the site. 

Federal Corrective Action Report (CORRACTS) 
CORRACTS identifies hazardous waste handlers that have been subject to corrective 
action under Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA). 
 
The site was not identified by CORRACTS. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on CORRACTS. 

Federal Resource Conservation and Recovery Information System (RCRIS) – 
Treatment, Storage and Disposal (TSD) Facilities  
RCRIS identifies facilities that treat, store or dispose of hazardous wastes as defined by 
the RCRA. TSDs treat, store or dispose of hazardous waste. 
 
The site was not identified as a hazardous waste TSD facility. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being a hazardous waste TSD facility. 

Federal RCRIS - Generators  
RCRIS identifies facilities that generate hazardous wastes as defined by the RCRA. 
Conditionally exempt small quantity generators generate less than 100 kilograms of 
hazardous waste, or less than 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste, per month. Small 
quantity generators (SQGs) generate between 100 and 1,000 kilograms of hazardous 
waste per month. Large quantity generators (LQGs) generate more than 1,000 kilograms 
of hazardous waste or more than 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste per month. 
 
The site was not identified as a hazardous waste generator. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
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reported as being a hazardous waste generator. 
 

• Army Reserve XVIII Airborne Co, 1245 Stadium Drive- located on adjacent 
property east of the site.  This facility is listed under the RCRA-NonGen database 
and does not presently generate hazardous waste.  No violations were identified 
associated with this facility. 

• Environmental Compliance Corp, 1401 South Martin Luther King Jr. Drive -
located on adjacent property south of the site.  This facility is listed under the 
RCRA-NonGen database and does not presently generate hazardous waste.  No 
violations were identified associated with this facility.  This facility is discussed in 
the SWF/LF section of this report. 

Federal Engineering Controls (EC) List 
The Federal EC list identifies engineering controls including various forms of caps, 
building foundations, liners, and treatment methods used to eliminate pathways for 
regulated substances to enter environmental media or affect human health. 
 
The site was not identified on the EC list. 

Federal Institutional Controls (IC) List 
The Federal IC list identifies institutional controls including administrative measures, 
such as groundwater use restrictions, construction restrictions, property use restrictions, 
and post remediation care requirements intended to prevent exposure to contaminants. 
 
The site was not identified on the IC list. 

Federal Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS) 
The ERNS list is a national database that stores and records information on reported 
releases of hazardous substances, including petroleum products. 
 
The site was not identified on the ERNS list. 

5.2 State Databases 

State Brownfield Projects Inventory 
The State Brownfield Projects Inventory identifies brownfield projects inventoried with 
the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural Resources (NCDENR). The 
properties in the inventory are working toward a brownfield agreement for cleanup and 
liability control. 
 
The site was not identified on the State Brownfield Projects Inventory. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the State Brownfield Projects Inventory. 
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NC LAST 
The LAST list, maintained by the NCDENR-Division of Waste Management (DWM) is a 
record of reported leaking aboveground storage tank incidents. 
 
The site was not identified on the LAST list. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported on the LAST list. 
 

• WSSU-Physical Plant, 601 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - located 
approximately 1,080 feet north of the site.  Based on the distance and the 
groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface topography, a release from 
this property is not expected to  impact the site. 

• WSSU-ASTs, 601 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - located approximately 1,080 
feet north of the site.  Based on the distance and the groundwater flow direction 
inferred from the surface topography, a release from this property is not expected 
to  impact the site. 

Old Landfill Inventory (OLI) 
The OLI is maintained by the NCDENR. The inventory does not include no further action 
sites and other agency lead sites. 
 
The site was not identified on the OLI. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the OLI. 

State Hazardous Substance Disposal Site (HSDS) 
The State HSDS records are locations of uncontrolled and unregulated hazardous waste 
sites. The records include sites on the NPL as well as those on the state priority list.  
 
The site was not identified on the HSDS list. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported as being on the HSDS. 
 

• Stratford Metal Finishing - located approximately 4,700 feet west of the site. 
Based on the distance and the groundwater flow direction inferred from the 
surface topography, a release from this property is not expected to have an 
impact on the site. 

• Carolina Metalizing Co INC - located approximately 3,260 feet southwest of the 
site.  Based on the distance and the groundwater flow direction inferred from the 
surface topography, a release from this property is not expected to have an 
impact on the site. 
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• RJR Archer Inc - located approximately 3,526 feet west of the site.  Based on 
the distance and the groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface 
topography, a release from this property is not expected to have an impact on the 
site. 

• Flankt Products - located approximately 2,560 feet northeast of the site.  Based 
on the distance and the groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface 
topography, a release from this property is not expected to have an impact on the 
site. 

• Collingwood Furniture Indus. - located approximately 1,580 feet south of the 
site.  Based on the distance and the groundwater flow direction inferred from the 
surface topography, a release from this property is not expected to have an 
impact on the site. 

Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) List  
The LUST list, maintained by NCDENR-Department of Waste Management (DWM), is a 
record of reported leaking underground storage tank incidents. The LUST list may also 
identify properties that have had soil and/or groundwater contamination associated with 
documented releases from aboveground storage tanks, surface spills and other sources. 
 
The site was identified on the LUST list. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported as being on the LUST database. 
 

• Bowman Gray Field House, 1250 South Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - site. 
We reviewed the NCDENR file for this facility.  According to the file, a release 
was discovered during the removal of a 450-gallon heating oil UST which was 
used to heat the old stadium field house which was demolished in 2006.  Two 
initial closure soil samples were collected below the mid-line location of the tank 
and were analyzed for TPH and DRO.  TPH concentrations exceeded the 
NCDENR maximum concentrations.   

An additional 44.61 tons of soil was excavated from the area of the tank pit.  Five 
confirmation samples were collected from the base and side walls of the 
excavation and analyzed for VOCs, IPE, MTBE, SVOCs, EPH and VPH. 
Concentrations of C11-C22 Aliphatics were identified in one sample above the 
Soil-to-Groundwater MCC.   

One groundwater monitoring well was installed in the vicinity of the tank pit.  One 
soil sample was collected during the installation of the monitoring well at 25 feet 
bgs and analyzed for VOCs, IPE, MTBE, SVOCs, TICs, EPH and VPH.  Results 
from the soil sample analysis indicated that the compound concentrations were 
below quantitation limits.  One groundwater sample was obtained from the 
groundwater monitoring well and analyzed for VOCs, IPE, MTBE, SVOCs, TICs, 
EPHs and VPH.  Naphthalene was detected at 19ppb, below the then NC2L 
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standards.  All other compounds were below quantitation limits.   

The incident was classified as Low Risk and a NFA letter was issued on May 18, 
2007.  The NFA letter indicates that soil contamination does not exceed the 
residential MSCCs and that groundwater contamination does not exceed NC2L 
standards. 

• Hertz Rental Office-WS, 1400 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - located on 
adjacent property south of the site, across Williamson Street. We reviewed the 
NCDENR file for this incident.  According to the file, one-500 gallon waste oil 
UST, one-500 gallon motor oil UST, on 500-gallon hydraulic oil UST, one-2,000 
gallon gasoline UST and one 10,000 gallon diesel UST were removed from the 
facility in 1995.  Soil samples were obtained from beneath the USTs for 
laboratory analysis and the tank pits were backfilled with excavated soils and 
clean backfill.  A concrete/asphalt bad was then poured over the affected area. 
Analytical results of soil samples obtained from beneath the waste oil, motor oil 
and hydraulic oil tanks indicated elevated levels of oil and grease of 23.5 ppm, 
1,711 ppm and 8,209 ppm.  A SSE was performed for the site.  The results of the 
evaluation indicated the presence of hydrocarbon impacted soils beneath the 
hydraulic tank in excess of the SSE cleanup level on 2,550 ppm.   

Approximately 57 tons of soil was then excavated from the tank pit.  Three soil 
samples were collected in the vicinity of the elevated oil and gasoline 
concentrations and were analyzed for oil and gasoline.  Analysis of the soil 
samples indicated concentrations of oil and gasoline at levels of 18.7ppm, 46.7 
ppm and 43.2 ppm.   

The NCDENR issued a letter indicating that the UST system has been closed in 
accordance with applicable regulations on June 25, 1996.   

• WSSU-Anderson Building, Price Street - located on adjacent property north of 
the site.  According to the EDR report, soil contamination was encountered 
during the removal of a 20,000-gallon heating oil UST.  Contaminated soil was 
excavated from the facility.  The incident was remediated to residential 
standards, according to the EDR report.  This facility is hydraulically separated 
from the site. 

Eight other properties ore located in the vicinity of the site are identified on the LUST 
list.  Based on the distance (1,000 feet and more) and the groundwater flow direction 
inferred from the surface topography, the releases from these facilities are not expected 
to impact the site. 

Registered Underground Storage Tank (UST) List 
The Registered UST List inventories underground storage tanks registered with the 
NCDENR, Division of Water Quality. This list does not identify USTs that have not been 
registered with the NCDENR, such as home heating oil tanks and other unregulated 
tanks. 
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The site was identified on the Registered UST list. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported as being on the Registered UST list. 
 

• Bowman Gray Stadium, 1250 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive  - site.  Information 
pertaining to this release is discussed in the LUST List section of this report. 

• Brake Center. Inc, 1600 Williamson Street - located on adjacent property to the 
south of the site.  This facility is currently vacant.  According to the EDR report, 
this facility contains one 500 gallon, fiberglass UST which was installed in 1977. 
According the the EDR report the UST contained sodium carbonate. 

•  Hertz Equipment Rental Corp, 1400 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - located on 
adjacent property south of the site.  According to the EDR report, this facility 
contains one 10,000 gallon diesel UST, one 2,000 gallon gasoline UST and two 
550 gallon oil USTs.  The four USTs were installed in 1985 and permanently 
closed in 1995.  This facility is discussed in the LUST section of this report. 

State Hazardous Waste Sites (SHWS) Inventory  
State hazardous waste site records are the states’ equivalent to CERCLIS. These sites 
may or may not be already listed on the federal CERCLIS database.  
 
The site was not identified on the SHWS Inventory. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported as being on the SHWS Inventory. 
 
The EDR report identifies releases of petroleum products or hazardous materials at 
seven properties in the vicinity of the site. Based on the distances (1,300 feet and 
more) and the groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface topography, these 
releases are not expected to have an impact on the site. 

Incident Management Database (IMD)  
The IMD, maintained by NCDENR-DWM, is a record of groundwater and soil 
contamination incidents. 
 
The site was identified on the IMD. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported as being on the IMD. 
 

• Bowman Gray Field House, 1250 South Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - site. 
This facility is discussed in the LUST section of this report. 

• Hertz Rental Office-WS, 1400 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - located on 
adjacent property south of the site. This facility is discussed in the LUST section 
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of this report. 

• WSSU-Anderson Building, Price Street - located on adjacent property north of 
the site.  This facility is discussed in the LUST section of this report. 

Eight other properties are located in the vicinity of the site are identified on the IMD list. 
Based on the distance (1,000 feet and more) and the groundwater flow direction inferred 
from the surface topography, the releases from these facilities are not expected to 
impact the site. 

State Institutional Control (IC) List  
The State IC List identifies No Further Action facilities with land use restrictions 
monitoring requirements.  
 
The site was not identified on the State IC List. 

Solid Waste Facilities/Historic Landfill List (HIST LF) 
State Historic Solid Waste Facility site records are maintained by the North Carolina 
Department of Environment and Natural Resource. 
 
The site was identified on the HIST LF listing in the search report. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported as being on the HIST LF listing in the search report. 
 

• Terry Cornett, 1400 Block of Stadium - site. This facility was located on 
Section 4 of the site.  This facility was permitted as a Construction and 
Demolition Landfill in October of 1985.  The facility has been sited for numerous 
violations associated with access and signage.  The Landfill reportedly accepted 
construction debris from the City of Winston-Salem including wood from storm 
damage, asphalt from street maintenance and soils from the street sweeper.  A 
December 11, 1991 Memorandum from Mr. Cornett to Mr. Jim Bryan, 
Environmental Health Supervisor with Forsyth County, indicated that solid waste 
placed at the facility by others would be removed and disposed of.  The 
memorandum indicated that the landfill should be closed by the following spring 
and graveled for additional parking for Bowman Gray Stadium.  A June 5, 1996 
letter from the Winston Salem Inspections Division indicated that the landfill 
would need to meet the current improvement standards or obtain a letter of 
closure by January 1, 1997.   

• Resource Recovery and Reduction, Co, 1401 South Martin Luther King Jr. 
Drive - located on adjacent property south of the site.  According to NCDENR 
Department of Solid Waste documentation, this facility is a collection facility for 
household hazardous waste.  This facility has received no violations. 

Aboveground Storage Tank (AST) Database 
The AST Database is a list maintained by the NCDENR facilities with ASTs that have a 
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capacity greater than 21,000-gallons. 
 
The site was not identified on the AST Database. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the AST database. 

Solid Waste Facilities/Landfill(SWL) List 
The North Carolina Solid Waste Section maintains a list of permitted solid waste 
facilities. These facilities may be active or inactive facilities or open dumps that failed to 
meet RCRA Subtitle D Section 4004 criteria for solid waste landfills or disposal sites. 
 
The site was not identified on the North Carolina SWL. 
 
One or more off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were 
reported as being on the North Carolina SWL. 
 

• Resource Recovery and Reduction, Co, 1401 South Martin Luther King Jr. 
Drive - located on adjacent property south of the site.  This facility is discussed in 
the NC Solid Waste Facilities/Historic Landfill List in this report. 

• Terry Cornett, 1400 Block of Stadium - site.  This facility is discussed in the NC 
Solid Waste Facilities/Historic Landfill List in this report. 

5.3 Additional Environmental Record Sources 

NPL Liens 
The NPL Liens is a USEPA listing of filed notices of Superfund Liens. 
 
The site was not identified on the NPL Liens database. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the NPL Liens database. 

Drycleaners 
The Drycleaners database identifies potential and known drycleaning sites, active and 
abandoned. 
 
The site was not identified on the Drycleaners database. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the Drycleaners database. 

US Brownfields 
The US Brownfields identifies brownfields properties inventoried with the USEPA. The 
properties in the listing are addressed by Cooperative Agreement Recipients and 
Targeted Brownfields Assessments. 
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The site was not identified on the US Brownfields List. 
 
No off-site properties within the minimum search distance of inquiry were reported as 
being on the US Brownfields List. 

5.4 Historical Use Information 

Sanborn Fire Insurance Map Review 
Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps dated 1958 and 1963 provide partial coverage of the site. 
Copies of these maps are included in Appendix IV. We reviewed these maps to 
determine previous uses of the site and surrounding properties. 

The 1958 and 1963 maps depict Bowman Gray Memorial Stadium, concession stands, 
ticket booths and a field house.  Stadium Drive South East is depicted east of the site.  
Single family residences are depicted to the west of the site.  The maps did not depict 
USTs on the site. 

Aerial Photograph Review 
We have reviewed aerial photographs of the site and immediately surrounding properties 
for evidence of former usage which may constitute a potential for environmental 
concern. The aerial photographs were obtained from the Forsyth County Natural 
Resources Conservation Service, the Winston-Salem Public Library, Google Earth 
and the Forsyth County Geographic Information Systems (GIS). The aerial photographs 
reviewed were dated 1940, 1955, 1966, 1974, 1980, 1993, 2005 and 2010 (Figure 2). 

On the 1940 and 1955 aerial photographs, the site contains undeveloped land on 
Sections 2 and 3, Bowman Gray Stadium and graded land on Section 4. 

The 1966 aerial photograph is similar to the 1955 aerial photograph.  An apparent 
baseball diamond is shown on Section 2. 

On the 1974 through 2005 aerial photographs the site contains three baseball diamonds 
on Section 2, cleared land on Section 3, Bowman Gray Stadium and parking areas on 
Sections 1 and 4. 

The 2010 aerial photograph is similar to the 2005 aerial photograph.  Section 2 is 
developed with athletic fields.  The field house associated with Bowman gray stadium 
has been replaced with a larger structure. 
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On the 1940 and 1955 aerial photographs, areas surrounding the site include single 
family homes and undeveloped land.  Increasing residential development is shown to the 
east and west of the site on the 1940 through  1966 aerial photographs.  A waste water 
treatment plant is shown on adjacent property northeast of the site on the 1940 through 
2010 aerial photographs.  The Army Reserve building is shown on adjacent property 
northeast of the site on the 1955 through 2010 aerial photographs.  Buildings consistent 
with Winston-Salem State University are shown to the north of the site on the 1966 
through 2010 aerial photographs.    Increasing commercial development is shown to the 
south of the site in the 1966 through 2010 aerial photographs.   

City Directory Review 
One of the ASTM standard historic sources to be reviewed for previous site use are local 
street directories, commonly known as City Directories.  The purpose of the directory 
review is to identify past occupants of the site, adjoining properties, or nearby 
properties.  In some rural areas, street directories information is limited. 

We reviewed directories at the Winston-Salem Public Library. The directories reviewed 
were dated 1935, 1940, 1945, 1950, 1955, 1960, 1965, 1970, 1975, 1980, 1985, 1990, 
1995, 2001, 2005 and 2010. 

The site consists of several addresses.  The only addresses listed in the directories are 
1250 Stadium Drive Southeast (1965 through 1985) and 1250 South Martin Luther King 
Jr. Drive (1990 through 2010).  The directories indicate the site is occupied by Bowman 
Gray Memorial Stadium.  Bowman Gray Memorial Stadium is listed, but unaddressed, in 
the 1940 through 1960 directories.   

The directories provide residential, commercial, manufacturing and municipal listings for 
properties located in the immediate vicinity of the site.  The following occupants were 
identified in the vicinity of the site. 

• Waste water treatment plant under various names, 1201 Stadium Drive 
Southeast (1940 through 1985) and 1201 South Martin Luther King Drive (1985 
through 2010) - located on adjacent property northeast of the site. 

• Reserve Training (1955 through 1995), 1245 South Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - 
located on adjacent property east of the site. 

• Hertz Rental (1995 through 2010), 1400 South Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - 
located on adjacent property south of the site. 

• 3RC Resource Recovery Reduction (2001 through 2010), 1401 Martin Luther 
King Jr. Drive - located on adjacent property south of the site. 

• Henry's Electric Motors (1995 through 2010), 1406 Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - 
located approximately 400 feet south of the site 
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• Aztec Iron Works (2001), Cottonall Inc (2005 through 2010), 1427 Martin Luther 
King Jr. Drive - located approximately 300 feet south of the site. 

• Winston-Salem State University Anderson Building (2001 through 2010), 601 
Martin Luther King Jr. Drive - located on adjacent property north of the site. 

• Hoots Concrete (1990 through 1995), Unicon Concrete (2001), Ready Mix 
Concrete (2005 through 2010), 1590 Williamson Street - located on adjacent 
property south of the site. 

• Parnell-Smith Breaks (1980 through 1995), Southeast Winston-salem Rescue, 
Inc. (2001), 1600 Williamson Street - located on adjacent property south of the 
site. 

Other Standard Historical Sources 
In accordance with the ASTM Standard, other historical sources should be reviewed, if 
necessary and if the information is likely to be useful, to obtain historical site use 
information. Other Standard Historical Sources may include property tax files, recorded 
land title records, historic USGS topographic maps, building department records, and 
zoning or land use records. 

We spoke with Ms. Sandra Taylor with the Winston-Salem Fire Department regarding 
fires, spills and USTs associated with the site.  Ms. Taylor indicated that a UST was 
removed in March of 2006.  She indicated that she did not have records regarding fires 
or chemical spills associated with the site. 

Other Local Historical Sources 
Other credible historical sources may be reviewed to identify past uses of the property.  
These sources may include internet sites, county or State road maps, historical society 
documents, or local library information. 

Other local historical sources were not readily available or ascertainable. 

Freedom of Information (FOIA) Requests 
Freedom of Information Act requests were not made as part of this assessment. 
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6.0 SITE AND AREA RECONNAISSANCE 

6.1 Methodology and Limiting Conditions 

Mr. Ryan Abrahamson of ECS conducted the field reconnaissance on September 26, 
2011. The weather at the time of the reconnaissance was overcast and warm. 
Observations were made from a walking reconnaissance around the perimeter 
boundary, around the structures, through the accessible structures and along several 
transects across the property.  Photographs, taken during the reconnaissance, are 
included in Appendix V. 

6.2 On-Site Features 

The site is an approximate 92.18 acre tract located on Martin Luther King Jr. Drive in 
Winston-Salem, North Carolina. The site is divided into four sections. 

Section 1 

Section 1 consists an approximate 41.8 acre tract of land located west of Martin Luther 
King Jr. Drive.  Section 1 contains Bowman Gray Stadium, concession stands, 
restrooms, the two story Bowman Gray Field House, several out buildings, grassed 
areas and parking areas (Photographs 1 and 2).   

According to Mr. Spencer Gung, with WSSU, the WSSU football team plays eight to 10 
games at the stadium per year.  The stadium is also leased to a race promoter who 
organizes approximately 15 to 20 races per year.  Mr. Gung indicated the stadium 
remains empty for the remainder of the year.   

The Bowman Gray Field House contains offices, a VIP suite, a gym and locker rooms.  
Floor drains were observed in the locker room area and restrooms.  The building 
contains an elevator.  Staining which could be indicative of leakage was not observed in 
the mechanical room.  Household cleaning chemicals were observed in the janitor's 
closet and laundry room.  Dry-cleaning is not performed at the facility.  The site is 
provided with water and sanitary sewer services from the City of Winston Salem. 

The parking lot south of the stadium is utilized for WSSU student parking.  De minimus 
automobile fluid staining was observed in the parking areas. 

Section 2 

Section 2 consists of the approximate 23.2 acre Civitan Park located northwest of the 
stadium.   Civitan Park contains athletic fields, a storage building (Photograph 3), a 
gravel parking lot, grassed areas, wetland areas, a portion of Salem Creek and a portion 
of the Salem Creek Greenway.   
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According to Mr. Gung, WSSU utilizes the park for football practices and student athletic 
activities.  The storage building contains athletic equipment, lawn equipment, granular 
fertilizer and paint for the athletic field.  A small gas can was also observed.  Staining 
was not observed in the vicinity of the paint, fertilizer, lawn equipment or gasoline can. 

Section 3 

Section 3 consists of an approximate 9.10 acre tract of land located east of Section 2 
and north of Section 1.  Section 3 contains a grassed area and a portion of the Salem 
Creek Greenway. 

Section 4 

Section 4 consists of an approximate 18.05 acre tract of land located east of Martian 
Luther King Jr. Drive.  Section 4 contains a parking lot, grassed area and wooded area 
(Photograph 4).  A pad mounted transformer was observed on the southern portion of 
Section 4.  Staining, which can be indicative of leakage, was not observed on the 
transformer, pad or surrounding area.  De minimus automobile fluid staining was 
observed in the parking lot. 

Underground or aboveground storage tanks 
We did not observe aboveground storage tanks or evidence of underground storage 
tanks at the site.  

Strong, pungent or noxious odors 
We did not notice strong, pungent or noxious odors at the site. 

Surface waters 
The following observations were made with regard to surface waters on the site: 
 
Salem Creek crosses portions of the northern boundaries of Sections 2 and 3.  A 
wetland area was observed on the northern portion of Section 2. 

Standing pools of liquid likely containing petroleum or hazardous substances 
We did not observe standing pools of liquid at the site. 

Drums or containers of petroleum or hazardous substances greater than five-
gallons 
We did not observe drums or containers of petroleum or hazardous substances greater 
than five-gallons at the site. 

Drums or containers of petroleum or hazardous substances less than or equal to 
five-gallons 
The following observations were made with regard to drums or containers of petroleum 
or hazardous substances less than or equal to five-gallons at the site: 
 
Household cleaning products were observed in the Bowman Gray Field House.  A small 
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gasoline can and several paint cans were observed in the storage building in Section 2. 

Unidentified opened or damaged containers of hazardous substances or 
petroleum products 
We did not observe unidentified opened or damaged containers of hazardous 
substances or petroleum products at the site. 

Known or suspect PCB-containing equipment (excluding light ballasts) 
The following observations were made with regard to known or suspect PCB-containing 
equipment on the site: 
 
Several pad mounted transformers were observed on the site.  Staining was not 
observed on the transformers, pads or surrounding area. 

Stains or corrosion to floors, walls or ceilings 
We did not observe stains or corrosion to floors, walls or ceilings. 

Floor drains and sump pumps 
The following observations were made with regard to floor drains or sump pumps at the 
site: 
 
Floor drains were observed in the locker rooms and restrooms of the Bowman Gray 
Field House. 

Pits, ponds or lagoons 
We did not observe pits, ponds or lagoons at the site. 

Stained soil or pavement 
We did not observe stained soils or pavement at the site. 
 
De minimus staining was observed in the parking areas. 

Stressed vegetation 
We did not observe stressed vegetation at the site. 

Solid waste mounds or non-natural fill materials 
We did not observe solid waste mounds or non-natural fill materials at the site. 

Wastewater discharges into drains, ditches or streams 
We did not observe wastewater discharges at the site. 

Groundwater wells including potable, monitoring, dry, irrigation, injection and/or 
abandoned 
We did not observe groundwater wells at the site. 
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Septic systems or cesspools 
We did not observe evidence of septic systems or cesspools on the site. 

Elevators 
The following observations were made with regard to elevators on the site: 
 
The Bowman Gray Field House contains an elevator.  Staining which could be indicative 
of leakage was not observed in the mechanical room. 

Dry Cleaning 
We did not observe dry-cleaning operations on the site. 

Onsite Emergency Electrical Generators 
We did not observe emergency generators on the site. 

6.3 Adjoining and Nearby Properties 

Contiguous and nearby properties were observed during a walking and vehicular 
reconnaissance of the property boundary and public places. The site is located in a 
commercial/residential area of Winston-Salem, North Carolina. 

The site is bound  north of Sections 2 and 3 by Salem Creek and north of section 4 by 
the US Army Reserve Building and Argonne Boulevard. The WSSU campus is located 
on adjacent property north of the western portion of the site.  The US Army Reserve 
facility is located north of Argonne Boulevard on the eastern portion of the site.  The 
Thomas Water Treatment facility is located further north of the eastern portion of the 
site.  Interstate 40 business is located approximately 2,500 feet north of the site.  

The site is bound on the east by South Martin Luther King Jr. Drive and single family 
residences.  The Thomas Water Treatment facility and the US Army Reserve facility are 
located on adjacent property east of Martin Luther King Jr. Drive.  Single family homes 
and Reynolds Park are located further east of the site. 

The site is bound on the south by a commercial building occupied by Resource 
Recovery and Reduction, Williamson Road and single family residences.  Commercial 
buildings occupied by Cottonall, Inc., Hertz Rental and Ready Mixed Concrete are 
located on adjacent properties south of Resource Recovery and Reduction and 
Williamson Road.  Commercial and industrial properties are located further to the south. 

The site is bound on the west by Vargrave Street and single family residences.  The 
John Gold Memorial Expressway is located on adjacent property west of Vargrave 
Street.  Residential properties are located further west. 
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7.0 ADDITIONAL SERVICES 

7.1 Non-Scope Issues 

ASTM guidelines identify non-scope issues, which are beyond the scope of this practice. 
Non-scope issues have the potential to be business environmental risks. Some of these 
non-scope issues include; asbestos-containing building materials, radon, lead-based 
paint, lead in drinking water, wetlands and mold. 
 
We were not authorized to conduct non-scope services for the site. 

7.2 Previous Reports Review 

We have conducted the following environmental and/or engineering assessment(s) for 
the site: 
 
ECS conducted a Historical/Regulatory Records Review (ECS Project Number G-11482) 
which was issued on September 16, 2005. This report was performed on Sections 2 and 
3.  The report stated that apparent debris piles were observed in the historic aerial 
photographs.  According to an interview, construction debris was encountered during the 
development of the baseball fields formerly located on Section 2. 
 
ECS conducted a Preliminary Subsurface Exploration and Geotechnical Engineering 
Analysis (ECS Project Number G-11482-A) and a Supplemental Subsurface Exploration 
and Geotechnical Engineering Analysis (ECS Project Number G-11482-B) Sections 2 
and 3.  The reports indicate that 20 borings were advanced on the site and 29 test pits 
were excavated.  Construction debris was encountered throughout this portion of the 
site.  The debris fill appears to be the remnants of construction debris consisting of 
concrete, bricks, rubber tires, wood pieces, and metal pieces. The debris fill generally 
started from a depth of 2 feet and extended to depths of 4 to 6 feet.  Generally, the top 2 
feet of the fill was free from significant debris. The amount of debris varied within the fill 
in lateral direction as well as vertical direction.  Most of the debris fill was encountered in 
northwest, central, and eastern portions of the west part of the property. 
 
We have not been provided with environmental or engineering assessment reports for 
the site completed by others.  
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8.0 INTERVIEWS 

We spoke with Ms. Beth Wheelock, Assistant City Manager of the City of Winston-
Salem, the owners of the site.  Ms. Wheelock indicated that Bowman Gray Stadium was 
developed between 1937 and 1939.  The stadium was later gifted to the City of Winston-
Salem.  Ms. Wheelock indicated that the stadium has been utilized as a race track for 
approximately 60 years.  She indicated that to her knowledge, automobile repair, other 
than tune-ups, is not performed on the site.  Ms. Wheelock indicated that the Field 
House was completed in 2007.  She indicated that the site receives water and sanitary 
sewer services from the City of Winston-Salem.  She was not familiar with the Civitan 
Park portion or the portion of the site east of South Martin Luther King Jr. Drive. 

Ms. Wheelock stated that she is not aware of (1) any pending, threatened, or past 
litigation relevant to hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or from the 
property; (2) any pending, threatened, or past administrative proceedings relevant to 
hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on or from the property; and (3) any 
notices from any governmental entity regarding any possible violation of environmental 
laws or possible liability relating to hazardous substances or petroleum products. 

We contacted Mr. Spenser Gung, with WSSU, via e-mail.  Mr. Gung indicated that the 
property is owned by the City of Winston-Salem.  He indicated that WSSU has leased 
Bowman Gray Stadium from the City for several years for football games.  He indicated 
that approximately eight to 10 games are played at the facility per year.  He indicated 
that the City also leases the stadium to a race promoter who organizes 15-20 races per 
year.  Mr. Gung indicated that the City has leased Civitan Park to WSSU for about five 
years.  WSSU uses the park for football practice and student activities. 

We contacted Mr. David Saunders, Director of the Winston-Salem/Forsyth County 
Utilities Department.  Mr. Saunders provided us with a map of the site with areas of 
known landfilling highlighted.  The map depicts a construction and demolition landfill on 
Section 4 of the site, consistent with the Terry Cornett landfill.  The map also depicts 
municipal solid waste landfill on the southwestern portion of Section 1.  Mr. Saunders 
indicated that the landfill was privately owned and operated in the 1950s. 

We contacted Mr. Keith Huff, Director of Storm Water Management for the City of 
Winston-Salem.  Mr. Huff indicated that a construction and demolition landfill was 
encountered during wetland remediation operations on the northern portion of Section 
2.  Mr. Huff indicated that fill material consisted of inert debris including wood, brick and 
concrete.  Mr. Huff indicated that more than one fuel tank was also identified in the fill 
material.  Mr. Huff indicated that material was excavated from the wetland mitigation 
area only. 
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We contacted Mr. Bucky Dame, Public Assembly Facilities Director with the City of 
Winston Salem.  Mr. Dame indicated tha there are 16-18 races per year starting on the 
last weekend in April through the third week in August.  In addition, there are three to 
five test sessions from March 1 through the third weekend in April.  Mr. Dame indicated 
that cars arrive at the track race ready.  Most competitors purchase race fuel away from 
the facility, however, an outside vendor whose primary business is the sale of racing 
tires and racing fuel drives a box truck from his place of business to the track for each 
event and dispenses fuel from approved containers.  The Winston-Salem Fire 
Department inspects this distribution process at the beginning of each racing season 
and several times throughout the season.  The same vendor provides appropriate 
containers for the collection of used oil products, if any, and removes the containers from 
the facility at the end of each racing event for recycling.  Mr. Dame indicated that there 
was a small oil spill in the 1990s.  He could not locate records regarding the spill, but 
believes the cost of remediation was under $5,000.  Mr. Dame indicated that competitors 
are required to use water rather than coolants in radiators.  Every car is required to use 
a fuel cell that is designed to prevent the release of fuel.  In the event of a petroleum 
release during a race, the staff immediately applies an absorbent material to the spill. 

We contacted Ms. Sandra Taylor with the Winston-Salem Fire Department regarding 
fires, spills and USTs associated with the site.  Ms. Taylor indicated that a UST was 
removed in March of 2006.  She indicated that she did not have records regarding fires 
or chemical spills associated with the site.

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9.0 FINDINGS 

Based on the records search, site reconnaissance and interviews, it appears that the 
site has contained Bowman Gray Stadium since at least 1940.  The stadium has 
historically been used for automobile racing.  The remainder of the site contained 
predominantly undeveloped, wooded land from at least 1940 to no later than 1974.  The 
1974 through 2005 aerial photographs depicts three baseball diamonds on the 
northwestern portion of the site and cleared land east of Martin Luther King Jr. Drive.   
  
The site is currently divided into four sections.  Section 1 consists an approximate 41.8 
acre tract of land located west of Martin Luther King Jr. Drive.  Section 1 currently 
contains Bowman Gray Stadium, concession stands, restrooms, the two story Bowman 
Gray Field House, several out buildings, grassed areas and parking areas.  The stadium 
is reportedly utilized by the WSSU football team for approximately eight to 10 games per 
year.  The stadium is also leased to a race promoter who organizes approximately 15 to 
20 races per year.   The field house was constructed in 2006.  The building is heated 
with natural gas.  Water and sanitary sewer services are provided by the City of 
Winston-Salem.    
  
Section 2 consists of the approximate 23.2 acre Civitan Park located northwest of 
Section 1.  Civitan Park contains athletic fields, a storage building, a gravel parking 
lot, grassed areas, wetland areas, a portion of Salem Creek and a portion of the Salem 
Creek Greenway.  Civitan Park is utilized by WSSU for football practices and other 
student activities.  Section 3 consists of an approximate 9.10 acre tract of land located 
east of Section 2 and north of Section 1.  Section 3 contains a grassed area and a 
portion of the Salem Creek Greenway.  Section 4 consists of an approximate 18.05 acre 
tract of land located east of Martian Luther King Jr. Drive.  Section 4 contains a parking 
lot, grassed area and wooded area.   

The SER search prepared by EDR identified the site on the LUST list. We reviewed 
the NCDENR file for this release.  According to the file, a release was discovered during 
the removal of a 450-gallon heating oil UST which was used to heat the old stadium field 
house which was demolished in 2006.  Two initial closure soil samples were collected 
below the mid-line location of the tank and were analyzed for TPH.  TPH concentrations 
exceeded the NCDENR maximum concentrations.   

An additional 44.61 tons of soil was excavated from the area of the tank pit.  Five 
confirmation samples were collected from the base and side walls of the excavation and 
analyzed for VOCs and SVOCs.  Concentrations of C11-C22 Aliphatics were identified in 
one sample above the Soil-to-Groundwater MCC.   
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One groundwater monitoring well was installed in the vicinity of the tank pit.  One soil 
sample was collected during the installation of the monitoring well at 25 feet bgs and 
analyzed for VOCs, SVOCs, TICs, EPHs and VPH.  Results from the soil sample 
analysis indicated that the compound concentrations were below quantitation limits.  
One groundwater sample was obtained from the groundwater monitoring well and 
analyzed for VOCs, SVOCs, TICs, EPHs and VPH.  Naphthalene was detected at 19 
ppb, below the then NC2L standards.  All other compounds were below quantitation 
limits.   

The incident was classified as Low Risk and a NFA letter was issued on May 18, 2007.  
The NFA letter indicates that soil contamination does not exceed the residential MSCCs 
and that groundwater contamination does not exceed NC2L standards. 

The SER search identified a landfill (Terry Cornett, 1400 Block of Stadium), located on 
Section 4 of the site.  This facility was permitted as a Construction and Demolition 
Landfill in October of 1985.  The facility has been sited for numerous violations 
associated with access and signage.  The landfill reportedly accepted construction 
debris from the City of Winston-Salem including wood from storm damage, asphalt from 
street maintenance and soils from the street sweeper.  A December 11, 1991 
Memorandum from Mr. Cornett to Mr. Jim Bryan, Environmental Health Supervisor with 
Forsyth County, indicated that solid waste placed at the facility by others would be 
removed and disposed of.  The memorandum indicated that the landfill should be closed 
by the following spring and graveled for additional parking for Bowman Gray Stadium.  A 
June 5, 1996 letter from the Winston Salem Inspections Division indicated that the 
landfill would need to meet the current improvement standards or obtain a letter of 
closure by January 1, 1997.

Mr. Saunders 
indicated that the landfill was privately owned and operated in the 1950s. 
  
 
The SER search identified Hertz Rental Office-WS located on adjacent property south of 
the site, across Williamson Street, on the LUST list. We reviewed the NCDENR file for 
this incident.  According to the file, one 500-gallon waste oil UST, one 500-gallon motor 
oil UST, on 500-gallon hydraulic oil UST, one 2,000-gallon gasoline UST and one 
10,000-gallon diesel UST were removed from the facility in 1995.  Soil samples were 
obtained from beneath the USTs for laboratory analysis and the tank pits were backfilled 
with excavated soils and clean backfill.   Analytical results of soil samples obtained from 
beneath the waste oil, motor oil and hydraulic oil tanks indicated elevated levels of oil 
and grease.  A SSE was performed for the site.  The results of the evaluation indicated 
the presence of hydrocarbon impacted soils beneath the hydraulic tank in excess of the 
SSE cleanup level.  Approximately 57 tons of soil was then excavated from the tank pit.  
Three soil samples were collected in the vicinity of the elevated oil and gasoline 
concentrations and were analyzed for oil and gasoline.  Analysis of the soil samples 
indicated concentrations of oil and gasoline at levels below their SSE cleanup levels.  
The NCDENR issued a letter indicating that the UST system has been closed in 
accordance with applicable regulations on June 25, 1996.  The release from this facility 
is not expected to impact the site. 
  
The SER identified WSSU-Anderson Building, located on adjacent property north of the 
site, on the LUST list.  According to the EDR report, soil contamination was encountered 
during the removal of a 20,000-gallon heating oil UST.  Contaminated soil was 
excavated from the facility.  The incident was remediated to residential standards, 
according to the EDR report.  This facility is located on adjacent property north of 
Salem Creek.  The release from this facility is not expected to impact the site.  
  
The SER search identified  Resource Recovery and Reduction, Co, located on adjacent 
property south of the site, as a Solid Waste Landfill.  According to NCDENR Department 
of Solid Waste documentation, this facility is a collection facility for household hazardous 
waste.  This facility has received no violations. 
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The SER search identified several other facilities that have had documented releases of 
petroleum products or hazardous substances. Based on their distances (1,000 feet and 
more) and/or the groundwater flow direction inferred from the surface topography, 
releases from these facilities would not be expected to impact the site.

10.0 CONCLUSIONS AND OPINIONS 

As documented and qualified by this report, this assessment has revealed no evidence 
of RECs in connection with the property except for the following: 
  
On-Site 

•  The historic use of Bowman Gray Stadium as a venue for automobile racing.  It 
is possible that undocumented releases have occured associated with historic 
racing activities. 

• The construction and demolition landfill located in Sections 2 and 3. 

• The construction and demolition landfill located in Section 4. 

• The municipal solid waste landfill located in Section 1. 

Additional assessment is recommended to determine if the site has been adversely 
impacted by the above RECs. 
  
Additional Considerations 
  
Based on the age of the structure (2006), it is unlikely that asbestos containing materials 
are present.  However, if the building is renovated or demolished in the future, an 
asbestos survey should be performed to confirm that asbestos-containing materials are 
not present. 
  
Streams are located on the eastern, western and northern portions of the site. These 
streams and potential associated wetlands should be delineated to determine their exact 
locations and possible impact on site development. Permits will be required from the U. 
S. Army Corps of Engineers and the North Carolina Division of Water Quality if these 
areas will be impacted by redevelopment.  A wetland delineation would determine the 
exact location and extent of the jurisdictional areas.
