Below is a summary of points discussed during the site visit regarding closure of the soil residue

mound at the closed High Point landfill.
<I--[if IsupportLists]-->1.  <I--[endif]-->ERM will provide the Division of Waste Management [DWM]
with a schedule of construction activities [preferably 2 weeks in advance of soil movement].
<I--[if IsupportLists]-->2.  <I--[endif]-->ERM will provide a liner panel layout showing locations of
destructive and non-destructive test locations for DWM review and approval.
<I--[if IsupportLists]-->3.  <!--[endif]-->Exposed residue material will be covered by either clean soil
or a secured alternative cover material at the end of each work day. [If an alternative cover is used,
a request describing the alternative cover and its deployment must be submitted to the DWM for
review and approval prior to its use. Please identify the source and provide any testing of the soil
material.
<I--[if IsupportLists]-->4.  <!--[endif]-->The ground water monitoring wells located adjacent to the
mound closure are to be sampled and tested after completion of final cover construction. [We
request the sampling occur within 30 days of substantial completion of construction activities.]

Other points that need to be addressed:
<I--[if IsupportLists]-->5.  <!--[endif]-->A standard Construction Quality Assurance Report must be
submitted to the DWM documenting construction of the final cover. The report must include
manufacturer quality control test results as well as physical measurements, construction quality
assurance tests, photographs, construction logs and the health and safety measures employed during
construction [see item No. 7 below].
<I--[if IsupportLists]-->6.  <!--[endif]-->All other construction-related permits [sedimentation and
erosion control, storm water, any local construction permits, etc.] need to be secured prior to the
