Thank you for your letter on December 18, 2009, concerning the Groundwater 
Assessment Work Plan for the Henderson County Landfill.  We will continue to 
implement the Work Plan as specified in your letter, but would like for you to 
consider an additional request.  During our meeting on September 17, 2009, we 
discussed the possibility of and you agreed to consider the continued sampling of 
the assessment monitoring wells (AMW-1S & D and AMW-2S & D) for the analysis 
of the NC Appendix I plus detected additional NC Appendix II constituents during 
each semi-annual event, as opposed to the full NC Appendix II list, during the first 
semi-annual event each year and the NC Appendix I plus detected additional NC 
Appendix II constituents during the second semi-annual event.  
 
Based on recent data, mercury is the only additional NC Appendix II parameter 
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that has been detected in samples from any of the facility’s compliance monitoring 
wells.  Further, no additional NC Appendix II parameters have historically been 
detected in samples from the assessment monitoring wells.  
 
This request is made with the understanding that if additional NC Appendix II 
constituents are detected in the compliance wells, that annual Appendix II 
monitoring will be re-instated.  If you would like to discuss this request, please 
contact me or Rachel Kirkman.
