On behalf of Madison County, McGill Associates is submitting the County's 
proposed remediation plan to address the recently reported landfill gas compliance 
limit exceedence in two (2) of the Facility's perimeter landfill gas monitoring 
probes.  The affected landfill gas monitoring probes, GP-5 and GP-6, are located in 
the northwest corner of the property in close proximity to the property boundary.  In 
this area of the facility, the approximate waste limits are also in close proximity to 
the facility property boundary.  Given this scenario, it could be assumed that landfill 
gas may have already or be inherently close to migrating across the facility's 
property line.  Therefore, in accordance with Madison County's approved Landfill 
Gas Monitoring Plan and the applicable rules and regulations, the County 
proceeded with the development and implementation of the attached remediation 
plan to address the apparent landfill gas exceedence issue.  The remediation plan 
involves the installation of a Landfill Gas Interception Trench between the edge of 
waste limits and the facility property line in the area around and between GP-5 and 
GP-6.  The trench will be field located and will be installed in general conformance 
with the detail on the attached Figure 1, Proposed Landfill Gas Interception Trench, 
Madison County Closed MSW Landfill, Permit No. 58-02, Madison County, North 
Carolina.  A brief description of the apparent landfill gas compliance limit 
exceedence and the proposed remediation plan is also attached for your review.  
 
I have also copied Ms. Jaclynne Drummond, Compliance Hydrogeologist, with this 
e-mail per your request in the Facility Compliance Audit Report prepared as follow-
up to the facility audit conducted on May 3, 2011.
