NOTICE OF VIOLATION(S) (citation and explanation):
I5A NCAC 13B .1408(a)(1) requires a composite sample of the compost produced at each compost facility be
analyzed at intervals of every 20,000 tons of compost produced or every six months, whichever comes first.

Brown Creek Correctional Institution is in violation of 15A NCAC 13B .1408(a)(1) for failure to conduct the required
sampling at intervals of every 20,000 tons of compost produced or every six months, A review of records indicated
that only one sampling event occurred in December 2007.

To achieve compliance with 15A NCAC 13B .1408(a)(1), Brown Creek Correctional Institution must ensure that
proper sampling is conducted at required intervals.

You are hereby advised that, pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22, an administrative penalty of up to $15,000 per day may be assessed for
each violation of the Solid Waste Statute or Regulations. If the violation{s) noted here continue, you may be subject to enforcement
actions including penalties, injunction from operation of a solid waste management facility or a solid waste collection service and any
such further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North Carolina Solid Waste Management Act and Rules.

ARFEAS OF CONCERN AND COMMENTS:

1. The facility is permitted to operate a Small, Type III composting facility.

2. Asindicated in the permit, similar waste from the Lanesboro Correction Institution may be received as long as the
facility has capacity. At the time of the inspection, food wastes from the Lanesboro Correction Institution had not
been accepted.

3. Approximately 800-850 pounds of food waste is processed per day.

4. The facility is well managed.
