The facility consists of a Large, Type 1 Solid Waste Compost Facility for the composting of yard and garden
waste, silvicultural waste, and unpainted and untreated wood waste as described in the facility application.

The sign provided at the entrance to the site is correct.

The permit and operations plan were reviewed and were found to be current.

No temperature logs were available for review at the time of inspection as no material has been composted since
the previous inspection.

Gates have been provided at both entrances to the site to prevent unauthorized access when the facility is not in
operation.

The access road was slightly rutted due to wet conditions resulting from recent rain and snow. Be sure to repair
the access road as needed to ensure that it is kept in good operational condition.

No dust was observed at the time of inspection.

Adequate distance had been provided between the various stockpiles of ground and un-ground material to allow
for access by firefighting equipment.

No unacceptable waste steams were observed at the time of inspection.

A 200-foot minimum buffer is required between compost areas and residences or dwellings not owned and
occupied by the permitte per 15A NCAC 13B .1404(a)(3). Measurements taken during the inspection found that
the large stockpile of un-ground leaves was located approximately 178-feet from a home located to the southeast.
This stockpile must be relocated or adjusted to ensure that a proper buffer of 200-feet is provided. Mr. Ballentine
stated that the stockpile would be properly adjusted.

Be sure all leaves are placed into appropriately sized windrows as required once they have been ground and
composting of the material has begun.
