A review of groundwater analytical data from the JMN/Cleveland Container Landfill indicates exceedances of 

groundwater standards established in 15A NCAC 2L .0202 (2L Standards) during recent monitoring events.  

Tetrachloroethene and vinyl chloride have been reported at concentrations greater than their respective 2L Standards 

in groundwater samples collected from MW-8.  Monitor well MW-8 appears to be located near the compliance 

boundary and industrial landfills are required to comply with the 2L standards at the compliance boundary in 

accordance with 15A NCAC 13B .503 (2)(d)(iv).   

 

Republic should submit an assessment work plan to the Solid Waste Section outlining how the reported VOC 

contamination in MW-8 will be delineated within 60 days of receiving this correspondence.
