Dear Mr. Curl: 

 

The North Carolina Solid Waste Section has completed a review of the Preliminary Site 

Assessment Work Plan dated July 17, 2009 for the R.J. Reynolds Rural Hall Ash Landfill and 

submitted by ERM NC, PC.  The assessment work plan was submitted pursuant to a Compliance 

Order issued by the Division of Waste Management, Solid Waste Section on April 17, 2009.  

Groundwater and surface water sampling results for the R.J. Reynolds Rural Hall Ash Landfill 

indicate shallow and deep groundwater contamination and surface water contamination.  In 

accordance with the Compliance Order, the objective of the Preliminary Site Assessment Work 

Plan is to assess the type, source, concentrations, and the vertical and horizontal extent of the 

contamination. 

 

The Preliminary Site Assessment Work Plan is a phased assessment work plan and includes 

Phase I and Phase II activities.  Phase I activities will include a downhole camera inspection of 

PW-1 (approved in a separate letter by the Solid Waste Section on June 5, 2009), additional 

surface water sampling, a water supply well survey and sampling (approved in a separate letter 

by the Solid Waste Section on July 6, 2009), geotechnical laboratory sampling and analyses, and 

modeling of infiltration and leachate generation.  Based upon the results of the Phase I activities 

and a subsequent meeting with representatives of R.J. Reynolds, ERM NC, PC, and the Solid 

Waste Section, appropriate Phase II activities will be discussed and initiated.  The Phase II 

activities may include additional assessment activities to be determined and a submittal of a 

Comprehensive Site Assessment Report.  Pursuant to the Preliminary Site Assessment Work 

Plan, the results of the Phase I and Phase II activities will be used to develop a Correction Action 

Plan as part of the next project phase.   

 

As a result, the Preliminary Site Assessment Work Plan is approved as described.  If you have
