PART IV: GENERAL PERMIT CONDITIONS

l. This permit is issued by the North Carolina Department of Environment and Natural
Resources, Division of Waste Management, Solid Waste Section (Section). In accordance
with North Carolina Solid Waste Management Rule 15A NCAC 13B. The Permit to
Operate shall expire November 2, 2016. The Permit to Operate conditions are contained in
Attachment 3 of this permit.

2. The persons to whom this permit is issued (“permittee”) are the owners and operators of the
solid waste management facility.

3. (Intentionally blank)
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When this property is sold, leased, conveyed, or transferred in any manner, the deed or
other instrument of transfer must contain in the deed description section, in no smaller type
than that used in the body of the deed or instrument, a statement that the property has been
used as a land clearing and inert debris landfill and a reference by book and page to the
recordation of the permit.

By receiving waste at this facility the permittee shall be considered to have accepted the
terms and conditions of this permit.

Operation of this solid waste management facility must be in accordance with the Solid
Waste Management Rules, 15A NCAC 13B, Article 9 of the Chapter 130A of the North
Carolina General Statutes (NCGS 130A-290, et seq.), the conditions contained in this
permit; and the approved plan. Should the approved plan and the rules conflict, the Solid
Waste Management Rules shall take precedence unless specifically addressed by permit
condition.

This permit is issued based on the documents submitted in support of the application for
permitting the facility including those identified in Attachment I, Part II “List of Documents
for Approved Plan,” and which constitute the approved plan for the facility. Where
discrepancies exist, the most recent submittals and the Conditions of Permit shall govern.

This permit may be transferred only with the approval of the Section, through the issuance

of a new or substantially amended permit in accordance with applicable statutes and rules.

In accordance with NCGS 130A-295.2(g) the permittee shall notify the Section thirty (30)

days prior to any significant change in the identity or business structure of either the owner
or the operator, including but not limited to a proposed transfer of ownership of the facility
or a change in the parent company of the owner or operator of the facility.

The permittee is responsible for obtaining all permits and approvals necessary for the
development of this project including approval from appropriate agencies for a General or
Individual NPDES Stormwater Discharge Permit. Issuance of this permit does not remove
the permittee’s responsibilities for compliance with any other local, state or federal rule,
regulation or statute. This permit is only valid with appropriate zoning approval from the
City of Winston-Salem.

ATTACHMENT 3
CONDITIONS OF PERMIT TO OPERATE

PART I: FACILITY SPECIFIC CONDITIONS

1. This permit shall expire November 2, 2016. Pursuant to 15A NCAC 13B .0201(g), no later
than June 2, 2016, the owner and operator must submit a request to North Carolina
Department of Environmental and Natural Resources, Division of Waste Management,
Solid Waste Section (“Section”) for permit review and must update pertinent facility plans
including, but not limited to, the facility operation and waste screening plans.

2. This facility is permitted to receive, consolidate and transfer Yard Trash (as defined in
15A NCAC 13B .0101(55)) for Storage and Removal.

3. This facility is permitted to receive yard trash generated within Forsyth County. The yard
trash must be transported to the Reynolds Park Road Compost Facility (Permit 34-13) in
the City of Winston-Salem, North Carolina or the Forum 52 Compost Facility (Permit 34-
23) in Rural Hall, for composting. Proposed changes to the service area and/or the
composting facility must be approved by the Section and will constitute a permit
modification and be subject to the applicable permitting fee.

4. If a fire occurs at the facility, the permittee must provide oral notification to the Section
within 24 hours of the occurrence followed by a written report of the details of the fire
within 10 working days of the occurrence. The report must include the cause, the
location(s) on the premises, the dimensions and volume of material involved, a description
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of emergency response activities with results, and a description of mitigation measures
implemented to reduce or eliminate conditions leading to the fire. Other conditions may be
required based on the severity or nature of the fire.

Revisions to the design or operation of the facility or changes to the facility service area
must be submitted to the Section for review and approval prior to the implementation of
any changes. Revisions or changes that require modification to the permit will be subject to
the appropriate permitting fee.

Amendments or revisions to the NC General Statutes or to the NC Solid Waste
Management Rules or any violation of ground water standards may necessitate
modification of the approved design or operation plans, waste acceptance requirements or
may require closure of the facility.

Drainage Control and Water Protection Requirements

All required sedimentation and erosion control measures must be installed and maintained
to mitigate excessive on-site erosion and to prevent silt from leaving the site of the landfill
unit during the service life of the facility.

This facility shall be operated in accordance with the requirements of the Sedimentation
Pollution Control Law 15A NCAC 4 and may be required to obtain a permit from the NC
Division of Land Quality.

Ground water quality at this facility is subject to the classification and remedial action
provisions of 15 NCAC 2L.

Surface water shall be diverted from all operational and storage areas and the site shall be
constructed and maintained to prevent standing water in operational areas and under or
around storage piles. Water that comes in contact with solid waste shall be contained on-
site or properly treated prior to discharge.

Processing and storage areas that are not enclosed and generate significant run-off may be
required to obtain a storm water or wastewater permit from the NC Division of Water

Quality.

FACILITY

Operation and maintenance of this facility shall be in accordance with the 15A NCAC 13B,
the Solid Waste Management Rules, and the approved Plans and Drawings as described in
the List of Approved Documents, Attachment 1, Part II.

This facility shall be operated in such a manner that 100% of materials received shall be
transferred, treated or processed and distributed within 7days of receipt.

Wastes received and product stored shall be maintained in reasonably sized piles with
adequate fire breaks and lanes in accordance with the approved operational plans and the
pertinent rules.

A responsible individual trained in facility operations must be on-site at all times during all
operating hours of the facility.

The facility must not cause nuisance conditions.

a. Effective vector control measures must be applied at all times to control any
potential vectors including flies, rodents, insects, and other vermin.

b. Control measures must be utilized to minimize and eliminate visible dust emissions
and blowing litter.

c. Fugitive dust emissions are prohibited.

d. Windblown materials must be collected by the end of the day and no windblown
material may be allowed to leave the facility boundary

Copies of this permit, the approved plans and all records required to be maintained by the
permittee must be maintained at the facility, unless otherwise approved by the Section, and
made available to the Section upon request during normal business hours.

The permittee must maintain a record of the amount of solid waste received at the facility,
including daily records of waste received and origins of the loads. The daily records are to
be summarized into a monthly report for use in the required annual reports.

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The facility must manage all operations according to all applicable statutes, laws and
rules of the City of Winston-Salem and the State of North Carolina.

A minimum of a 50-foot buffer to property lines shall be maintained free of waste and final
product.

This facility shall be operated in a manner which is consistent with the State solid waste
management plan and with the solid waste management plans that have been adopted by
those units of local government served by the facility and approved by the Section.

Unacceptable waste received at the facility or removed during screening shall be
maintained in an appropriate on-site container until removed from the facility. Any
municipal solid waste will be placed in a water tight container and properly disposed
within 72 hours.

On or before August 1 annually, the Permittee must submit an annual facility report to
the Solid Waste Section, on forms prescribed by the Section.

a. The reporting period shall be for the previous year beginning July 1 and ending
June 30.

b. The annual facility report must list the amount of waste received in cubic yards
and tons (estimated) and be compiled:
1) On a monthly basis.
11) By county, city or transfer station of origin.
111) By specific waste type.

1v) By receiving disposal facility.

V) By diversion to alternative management facilities.

c. The completed report must be forwarded to the Regional Environmental
Specialist for the facility by the date due on the prescribed annual facility report
form.

d. A copy of the completed report must be forwarded to each county manager for

each county from which waste was received the facility. Documentation that a
copy of the report has been forwarded to the county managers must be sent to
the Regional Environmental Specialist by the date due on the prescribed annual
facility report form.
