LO INTRODUCTION
1.1 PURPOSE

This Operations Plan was developed for the solid waste transfer facility located in Halifax
County, North Carolina in accordance with the North Carolina Solid Waste Rules 15A NCAC
13B.0402, Operational Requirements for Transfer Facilities.

The purpose of this Operations Plan is to provide the owner/operator with a manual that includes
the necessary information and procedures to properly operate the transfer station in accordance
with all applicable rules and regulations. This manual serves as a guide to safely maintain and
operate the Weldon Waste Transfer Facility. The Operations Plan addresses the following
issues:

Waste acceptance criteria,

Facility operations;

Erosion control requirements;
Drainage control and water protection;
Disease and vector control;

e Sign and safety requirements; and

» Access and security requirements.

1.2 FACILITY LOCATION

The Weldon Waste Transfer Facility is located off Highway 301 South in Halifax County and
operates under Permit No. 42-05T. The access to the site is from Highway 301 South. The
mailing address for the transfer station is:

The transfer station site occupies approximately 9,14 acres in an area zoned by the City of
Weldon as L1-Heavy Industrial. Facility operations are consistent with the requirements of the
L1 Zoning District (Attachment 1).

1.3 FACILITY DESCRIPTION
The Weldon Waste Transfer Facility consists of a tipping building, tipping building apron,

inbound and outbound scales, a scalehouse, an office building and access roads. The facility
consists of an approximate 108-foot wide x 55-foot deep tipping floor, and two 14.5-feet wide by



55-foot deep transfer trailer loading areas (Refer to accompanying Facility Construction Plans
~ 15 sheets, dated April 1997, prepared by Marlowe, Dreitzler & Assoicates).

Ventilation at the transfer station is provided by fans located along the southern wall of the
facility. The front of the building is about 108 feet wide and is open at all times, as are the
transfer trailer loading arca entrance and exit ways. Access to the facility is controlled by chain-
link fence and swing gates. In addition, the site utilizes a card reader system to control traffic
through the facility. o ' ' ' ' '

The scalehouse is equipped with inbound and outbound scales. Plan and sectional views of the
tipping floor and pit areas are provided in the accompanying Facility Construction Plans.

This facility is also used to load and transport wastes described in Section 2. The western end of
the transfer station is dedicated for the loading of recycled materials. However, the western bay
is also used for loading waste during high volume periods. The recycle arca bay does not have
axle scales, so all trailers loaded with MSW through this bay are required to weigh over the
above-ground scales prior to leaving the facility.

Waste Industries, LLC is the owner of the transfer station, and is responsible for all transfer
station operations.

2.0 WASTE ACCEPTANCE CRITERIA

2.1 SERVICE AREA

In accordance with §13B.0402(2), A transfer station “shall only accept those wastes which it is
permitted to receive”. The Weldon Waste Transter Facility accepts municipal solid waste
(residential and commercial wastes) generated within the following counties:

2.2 PROHIBITED WASTES

In accordance with §13B.(10)(¢), the Weldon Waste Transfer Facility does not accept barrels or
drums unless they are emptied and perforated sufficiently to ensure that they do not contain
liquid or hazardous waste. The transfer station does not accept regulated hazardous wastes,
special wastes, PCB wastes, white goods (appliances) and other prohibited wastes. A report is
prepared for any attempted delivery of waste of which the transfer station is not permitted to
receive, including waste from outside the permitted service area. The report is submitted to:

3.0 TRANSFER STATION OPERATIONS

The facility operates Monday through Saturday from 6:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. A sign is posted at
the entrance to the facility identifying the hours of operation. Properly trained personnel conduct
daily operations of the facility.

Since the Weldon Waste Transfer Facility is operated as a tipping floor facility, the only
equipment required for operation of the facility are rubber-tired front-end loaders, transfer trailer
trucks and the scales and scalehouse., Waste Industries provides primary cquipment, backup
equipment, and cquipment maintenance.

3.1 TIPPING FLOOR OPERATIONS

Collection vehicles delivering residential, commercial, and industrial waste to the facility enter
the facility via the main entrance off Highway 301 and are weighed at the scales. Once the
vehicles pass the scalehouse area, they continue to the tipping floor within the facility building.

The facility attendant directs vehicles waiting to unload onto the tipping floor area. Once the
vehicle is positioned, its load is discharged directly onto the tipping floor. A spotter inspects the
waste prior to mixing with other waste on the tipping floor. Waste is then pushed into the
transfer pit area where it falls into open-top transfer trailers specifically designed for hauling
waste.

Sufficient space is provided in the lower pit area for drivers to exit their vehicles and to walk to
safety in the event of an emergency. Once the transfer trailer has been completely loaded, the
vehicle is weighed and subsequently driven to the final destination for proper disposal.

The tipping floor and the transfer pit are cleaned at the end of each operating day. The tipping
floor area drains to an 18-inch diameter sump pit in an arca near the center of the building. The
transfer trailer loading areas include 2-foot by 2-foot sump drains in the center of the loading



bays. The leachate from the MSW loading areas drains by gravity to two (2) oil/water/grit
separators, into a sanitary sewer pump station that is located near the scales, and is then pumped
to the Town of Weldon wastewater treatment facility.

3.2 TEMPORARY TIPPING FLOOR OPERATIONS

In the event that the transfer pit is inoperable at any time during operations, the facility will
temporarily transfer waste from the tipping floor directly into open-top transfer trailers on the
tipping floor. The loading of these vehicles will be done in a designated area of the building,
located a sufficient distance away from vehicles unloading incoming waste to ensure safe and
efficient operations.

3.3 INSPECTION OF WASTES

Access to the facility is controlled by the facility/scale operator located at the entrance to the
facility. All waste entering the facility must pass the scalehouse prior to entering the tipping
floor area. As waste is deposited onto the tipping floor, an employee conduets a visual screening
of the waste materials. Should unacceptable waste be found, the driver of the vehicle is
instructed to terminate dumping and the unacceptable material will be reloaded into the vehicle
for removal from the site. Waste collection agreements for cach of the waste deliveries ensure
accountability for the different haulers utilizing the site. A hauler that repeatedly delivers
unacceptable material will be denied further access to the facility, and notification will be made
to the Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR) office for investigations, as
appropriate.

3.4 TRAFFIC CONTROL

Access to the transfer station is controlled by the facility/scale operator. The scale operator
directs all vehicles arriving at the facility to the tipping floor area after their weight is recorded.
The site attendant directs the vehicle to the unloading area as outlined in Section 3.1. After
depositing the waste, those vehicles that do not have tare weights previously recorded are
required to exit via the outbound scale. Directional signs aid the flow of traffic. Atno times are
incoming vehicles waiting in line allowed to queue onto public highways.

3.5 HOUSEKEEPING AND LITTER CONTROL,

All incoming vehicles with waste are required to have their loads tarped upon arrival at the site
or be fully enclosed. Outbound transfer trailers are also required to tarp their loads. Throughout
the day and at the end of each day, facility personnel police the area for any windblown litter.
Any windblown trash discovered at the end of an operating day is collected and stored in a
transfer trailer vehicle or an on-site trash bin.



4.0 EROSION CONTROL REQUIREMENTS

Erosion and off-site migration of sediment is controlled by the presence of drainage ditches
along the north and east property boundaries. These ditches discharge into a sediment trap at the
northeast corner of the facility property. A swale along the west property boundary collects
runoff and directs flow through a check dam followed by a rip-rap dissipater. Additional details
are provided in the Facility Construction Plans.

5.0 WATER PROTECTION REQUIREMENTS

Ponded water is prevented from coming into contact with discharged waste and leachate is
contained and properly discharged.

The tipping floor and transfer pit is emptied and cleaned at the end of cach operating day.
Sumps and drains collect any wash water/leachate generated and minimize areas of ponding
water within the facility.

Leachate from the MSW loading areas drains by gravity to two (2) oil/water/grit separators
followed by an in-ground pump station. The pump station transfers leachate and domestic
wastewater to the town of Weldon’s waste water treatment facility. The oil/grit/water separators
and the pump station are routinely inspected, and inspection results are documented and retained
on-site (Attachment 2).

6.0 DISEASE AND VECTOR CONTROL

Effective vector control measures are provided at the Weldon Waste Transfer Facility for the
protection of human health and the environment. Vector control is maintained by
implementation of a daily cleaning program, which involves removal of waste, leachate, and
wash water from the facility operating areas. The removal of waste at the end of each operating
day protects against migration of vectors into and from the facility. Wash water is used to keep
the tipping floor and drive-through areas clean and free from rodents, flies and other vectors.
The facility may also use deodorizers and paint as needed to control vectors. Stagnant water
ponds are prevented from forming to minimize mosquito breeding areas. If discase vector
control problems oceur, county mosquito control or a licensed exterminator may be employed.

7.0 SIGN AND SAFETY REQUIREMENTS

7.1 SIGN REQUIREMENTS

Signs are posted at the facility entrance indicating operational procedures, hours of operation,
tipping fee, and the permit number. Signs are clearly posted prohibiting hazardous or liquid



waste. Traffic signs and markers are provided as necessary to promote an orderly traffic pattern
to and from the discharge area and to maintain safe/efficient operating conditions.

7.2 OPEN BURNING OF WASTE

Open burning of waste is prohibited.

7.3 FIRE CONTROL POLICY

Fire suppression equipment is available to control accidental fires. In the event of larger fires
which cannot be safely suppressed by facility personnel, the Weldon Fire Department will be
notified for immediate response.

In accordance with §13B.0505(10)(c), the Division of Waste Management, Solid Waste Section,
will be notified verbally of any fires at the facility within 24 hours, and follow up written
notification will be submitted within 15 days. Verbal and written notification is submitted to:

8.0 ACCESS AND SECURITY REQUIREMENTS

8.1 FACILITY ACCESS AND SECURITY

The facility is secured to prevent unauthorized eniry. Vehicle access is controlled at the facility
entrance gate. Unauthorized vehicle access to the facility is by chain link fence surrounding the
facility.

8.2 ATTENDANT

A facility/scale operator is located in the scalehouse during operating hours. In addition, an
attendant is present at the facility at all times during operating hours. The facility/scale operator
and attendant are responsible for verifying that all vehicles comply with the permitted
operational requirements.

8.3 ACCESS ROAD

The facility access roads are constructed of all weather surfaces and are maintained in good
condition. Potholes and debris are immediately repaired or removed to avoid vehicle damage.
Access roads are regraded as necessary to maintain a positive slope for adequate drainage.
