Partial Audit, Risk Assessment and Tax Certification 

 

NOTICE OF VIOLATION(S):   

 

Permit to Operate Construction and Operation Plans part 11. b.: states that “Tires shall be covered twice per week with at least 6 

inches of soil or other approved cover material or more frequently as necessary to maintain less than 1 acre of total uncovered area 

or to prevent a public health nuisance or fire hazard.  Areas that are inactive for 3 months or more shall be covered with a 

minimum of 12 inches of soil or other approved cover material.  After six months of final termination of disposal activities or a 

major part thereof, a minimum of 24 inches of compacted earth shall be installed over the entire area.”  You are in violation of 

your permit to operate in that the uncovered waste at this site exceeded 1 acre in size and that the areas had not been covered with 

a minimum of 6 inches of soil or other approved cover material.  Within 30 days receipt of this NOV, cover the exposed waste 

at this site with one foot of earthen material. 
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You are hereby advised that, pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22, an administrative penalty of up to $15,000 per day may be assessed for 
each violation of the Solid Waste Statute or Regulations.  If the violation(s) noted here continue, you may be subject to enforcement 
actions including penalties, injunction from operation of a solid waste management facility or a solid waste collection service and any 
such further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North Carolina Solid Waste Management Act and Rules. 

 

STATUS OF PAST NOTED VIOLATIONS:

AREAS OF CONCERN AND COMMENTS: 

 

1. Operating hours for this facility are 6:00 AM to 4:30 PM Monday – Friday. 

2. All records shall be maintained on-site and made available to the DWM upon request during normal business hours.  

Recommend that more than one person be made aware of the location of all documentation necessary for a comprehensive 

audit of this facility. 

3. There were several acres of waste uncovered at the landfill and just over an acre at the new cell at the time of this audit.  

Permit to Operate Construction and Operation Plans part 11. a.: states that “Tires shall be chopped or split, restricted to the 

smallest area feasible and compacted as densely as practical into cells.” 

4. Tire waste was observed on the haul roads leading to the new cell as well as the old landfill that must be collected and 

returned to the working face by the close of business daily. 

5. There were several areas along the side slopes of the old landfill that have eroded and should be repaired.  Slopes should be 

maintained at 3:1 to promote run-off and minimize erosion.  Temporary seeding should be utilized as necessary to stabilize 

the site per the permit to operate. 

6. Sedimentation ponds need to be cleaned out and returned to plan dimensions. 

7. Remove any trees growing on top of waste. 

8. Recommend that operators receive training in landfill operations to assist in better management of the facility. 

9. Corrective actions needed as a result of this audit.
