Subject: Landfill Gas 58-02 Closed Landfill
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Andrea,

Madison County has had an apparent exceedence of the concentration of
methane gas at our landfill property boundary at our old closed landfill permit 58-
02. That is the landfill located up past the Animal Shelter off of Long Branch Road,
Marshall.

The gas wells at 58-02 are new and were just installed back in the winter in the
December-January time frame. Recent quarterly check (and the first time
checked) showed the concentration of gas in wells GP5 and GP6 by the northern
boundary of the larger cell to exceed 100% LEL. None of the other wells, nor the
Madison County Animal Shelter nor the Madison County Transportation building
showed any methane (zero methane). There is no danger to human health, there
are no buildings in close proximity to these two wells. There is a building under
construction at a distance of 335 feet and down gradient by approximately 150 feet.
Checks there showed zero methane. There is also a construction trailer at the
same site at a slightly longer distance away. Checks there showed zero methane.
Finally, at 400 feet or better and still the down gradient of 150 feet or more is the
Madison County Health Department. Zero methane was found there.

As | said, there is no threat to human health. The Madison County Solid Waste
Department is in consultation with McGill and Associates, the engineering firm we
normally do business with to discuss, complete, and implement a corrective
action plan.
