AREAS OF CONCERN AND COMMENTS:

On October 8, 2010, John Patrone conducted a comprehensive audit of the Shore Grading, Inc. Land Clearing and Inert
Debris (LCID) Landfill located on US Hwy 21 in State Road, Surry County.
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The LCID landfill is managed by Shannon Shore. Carolyn Shore is the President of Shore Grading, Inc.

The LCID landfill footprint is estimated to be ~ 1 acre.

The working face (where LCID material is deposited) must be limited to the smallest area feasible.

The LCID material must be adequately (completely) covered with soil monthly.

The rear side slope should be graded and covered such that a 3:1 slope ratio is obtained or a ratio of which no
indication of erosion or runoff is observed.

According to the Surry County GIS Website, the LCID landfill does not appear to be located on a single parcel of
land. The land owner must ensure that the landfill is located on a single parcel of land to include required setbacks.
15A NCAC 13B .0564(9)(b), requires a minimum buffer of 100 feet from the disposal area to property lines,
residential dwellings, commercial and public buildings, and wells.

Shore Grading, Inc. owns two parcels of land which the LCID landfill appears to be located on: Parcel ID Nos.
4944-00-48-2507 and 4944-00-48-1724. Property ID No. ending in 1724 has been deeded after the land
clearing and inert debris landfill notification was registered with the Surry County Register of Deeds.

The land clearing and inert debris landfill notification was recorded with the Surry County Register of Deeds
on March 12, 1998 in book 677 and page 373. Verify property boundary/landfill and buffer location and
adjust the property boundary accordingly and, if necessary, relocate LCID to obtain 100 foot buffers.

The facility is not secured. The LCID landfill is located behind Shore Grading, Inc. There is no visual
distinction between the LCID landfill entrance and Shore Grading business operations.

The LCID landfill is primarily used by Shore Grading, Inc. however, dumping by permission is available to the
public.

The facility has proper signage.

Pursuant to NCGS 130A-309.10, wooden pallets are prohibited to be placed in a LCID landfill.

Please provide this office a copy of the land clearing and inert debris landfill notification as recorded with the
Surry County Register of Deeds.

Complete the above aforementioned by December 6, 2010 and contact this office in order that an update audit
may be conducted.

A copy of the rules pertaining to notified LCID landfills is included with this audit report.
