You are hereby advised that, pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22, an administrative penalty of up to $15,000 per day may
be assessed for each violation of the Solid Waste Statute or Regulations. For the violation(s) noted here, you may be
subject to enforcement actions including penalties, injunction from operation of a solid waste management facility or a
solid waste collection service and any such further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North

Carolina Solid Waste Management Act and Rules.
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AREAS OF CONCERN AND COMMENTS:

1. Discussed location and usage of N0503 (* Cowboys’ LCID site) with C. Bandy while on site at NO506 Craggy
Prison DOT siteon 11/12/10. It was stated (C. Bandy) that this facility, among other DOT LCID notified sites
in Buncombe County, had stopped accepting land clearing materials approximately seven years prior. All
DOT-generated land clearing materials had been taken to the NO506 location for disposal. Additionaly, the
NO0503 facility had received a soilg/gravels/rock cap and was currently in use a storage site for DOT (roadway
materials, staged inert debris, etc).

2. Directions: US 19/23 (future 1-26) north to NC197 exit, turn left onto NC197 and cross under 1-26. Take next
left onto Old US 19/23 (also SR 2207), go ~500 feet south to entrance to site (on left, immediately before
“Cowboys’ establishment).
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4. Whileit was stated (C. Bandy) that the DOT does not intend to utilize the landfill for any future disposal
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activities, and would initiate closing the site with the Section, the following items need further discussion
and/or attention prior to beginning the formal closure process:

a Rule.0566 (Operational Requirements) state that (7) provisions for ground cover sufficient to
restrain erosion must be established within 30 workings days or 120 calendar days upon completion
of any phase of the landfill. The facility appeared to have well-established ground cover on the site
slopes of the fill region, but the top portion of what appeared to be within the fill region was utilized as

astaging area for materials (dirt, rock, guardrails, etc) and thus no vegetation had been established.
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b. Once closure has occurred, any future disposal operations at this site would require a new
permit/natification.

c. A verification of the cap thicknessisrequired prior to closure. Thedisposal area must be “covered
with aminimum of one foot of suitable soil cover sloped to allow surface water runoff in a controlled
manner.” (5)

d. The approximate fill location was estimated from the disturbed region outlined in red in item #2 above.

Rule .0564 (9) requires that the waste boundary must be 50-feet from all surface waters and 100-feet

from property lines, residential dwellings, commercial or public buildings, and wells. An on-site
meeting with DOT personnel who have historical knowledge of thefill activities would be
beneficial in determining if siting requirements have been met.

5. Following on site activities to discuss buffer requirements, cap thickness, vegetation requirements, and plans
for future use of the site, the Section can initiate closure activities. A “closure package” will be sent to the
facility contact. This package includes a“Notice of Closure” which requires recordation with the Register of
Deeds.
