STATUS OF PERMIT:

The Permit to Construct the Phase 1 Expansion and the Permit to Operate the Construction and Demolition Landfill -
Existing Phases 1-3, Construction and Demolition Treatment and Processing Facility and Type 1 Composting Facility
was issued on July 1, 2011. The initial substantial construction authorized by the Permit to Construct must commence
within 18 months form the issuance date of the permit. If substantial construction does not begin within 18 months of
the issuance date, then the Permit to Construct shall expire. The Permit to Operate shall expire on July 1, 2016.

OBSERVED VIOLATIONS
15A NCAC 13B .0542 (c)(1) states: A C&DLF must accept only those solid wastes it is permitted to receive.

During the inspection, boxes of ink ribbon kits and pallets were unloaded at the working face. Landfill personnel
informed the driver that the load was unacceptable waste and the ink ribbon kits would be reloaded onto the truck to
be taken to an appropriate disposal facility. The pallets received in the load were removed and taken to the clean
wood stockpile to be recycled. However, it did appear that a previous load of the subject material was accepted

earlier that day and could be seen within the working face. Ink ribbon kits constitute industrial waste and therefore
are unacceptable for disposal at a C&DLF. Also, only wooden pallets from construction and demolition sources are
allowed for disposal in a C&DLF. During the inspection, landfill personnel contacted the hauling company, All-
Points Waste Service, Inc. to inform them of the unacceptable load. A response from All-Points Waste Service, Inc.
regarding the unacceptable waste was received on February 28, 2012 (attached).

The item(s) listed above were observed by Section staff and require action on behalf of the facility in order to come into or maintain compliance
with the Statutes, Rules, and/or other regulatory requirements applicable to this facility. Be advised that pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22, an
administrative penalty of up to $15,000 per day may be assessed for each violation of the Solid Waste Laws, Regulations, Conditions of a Permit,
or Order under Article 9 of Chapter 130A of the N.C. General Statutes. Further, the facility and/or all responsible parties may be subject to
enforcement actions including penalties, injunction from operation of a solid waste management facility or a solid waste collection service and
any such further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North Carolina Solid Waste Management Act and Rules.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS
1. The facility consists of a Construction and Demolition Landfill, Construction and Demolition Treatment and
Processing facility and a Type 1 Composting facility.

2. The facility is permitted to receive solid waste generated within the following counties: Cabarrus, Mecklenburg,
Union, Stanly, Iredell and Rowan.

3. Observed operations of the CDLF.

4. The facility accepts approximately 294 tons of construction and demolition waste per operating day.

5. All access roads were observed in good condition.

6. The sorting line located inside of the Recycling Facility had been dismantled at the time of the inspection.

According to Mr. Burris, selected loads of C&D waste directed to the Recycling Facility are hand sorted to
remove recyclables. The facility must ensure that in-coming loads of C&D waste taken to the recycling facility is
unloaded under the cover of the structure and processed indoors as stated in the approved operations plan. The
Recycling Facility is also being used to process drywall. The processed material from the drywall is kept inside
of the recycling facility.

7. Reviewed permit, operations plan, training records, groundwater and surface water sampling (April 2011 and
October 2011), methane monitoring records, random inspection records (2-3 per week), landfill cover report and
compost temperatures.
