Please accept this letter in response to your previous questions and concerns after your site visit back in June.
We are pleased to announce all your questions and concerns have been addressed. This letter is intended to

clarify the plans approved in the Permit to Construct. It is also our intention we come to share a common vision

for the work to be performed at 3313 Bowers Store Road in Siler City, NC and what the state of North Carolina
requires to obtain a Permit to Operate. This is also a request to obtain that Permit to Operate.

The primary purpose of the site is to manufacture products using scrap tires as one aggregate material. Metro
Energy Corp. plans or operations do not include any kind of landfill.

There is no change to the permit application submitted last year. The plan was always intended to progress
through two phases. Crumb rubber was not going to be produced until Phase Two when we are ready to add
different types of equipment to produce more and varied products.

If T understand your concerns correctly, you expect to approve the equipment we intend to use and specifically,
to produce crumb rubber. In that regard, may I suggest you grant the Permit to Operate with the condition that
the Permit to Operate does not include production of crumb rubber until you approve the equipment to produce
it?
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We believe we have completed all the requirements for a Permit to Operate as defined in NC rules and
regulations and our application for permit.
