1. Drawings — an additional drawing is being provided that depicts the foot print of the edge of
waste, current location of access roads, location of the current sediment basin, spot elevations of
the current top of waste, a projected finish grade, a projected grade at the end of year 5, the
current edge of woods, and disturbed areas outside the foot print.

2. Estimated LCID waste applied to this point 1,250,000 cubic yards
Estimated LCID waste project for years 1 through 5 78,900 cubic yards
Estimated LCID waste projected for year 5 through 10 113,700 cubic yards
Acres used for LCID to present time 11.7 acres
Acres project to used for LCID year 1 through 5 4.15 acres
Acres remaining for LCID 32 acres
