Signs shall be posted stating owner’s name, operator, contact person and number
in case of an emergency, and hours of operation.

. Open burning of solid waste shall be prohibited.

If solid waste other than yard waste is left at the facility, it shall be removed within
seven (7) days.

Appropriate litter control measures shall be taken within the area to confine the
material subject to being blown by the wind. At the conclusion of each day of
operation, all windblown material shall be collected and properly disposed of by
the operator.

Yard waste must be removed from containers prior to composting or muiching,
unless the bags or other material has been approved for composting by the
Section. All containers must be properly disposed.

Additional conditions and revisions of the approved plans shall be reviewed by the
Solid Waste Section.

This permit is issued for five (5) years. Ninety days prior to the expiration date of this
permit, the operator must notify the Section. Modifications, where necessary, shall be
required in accordance with the Rules in effect at the time of review. Said
modifications must be submitted prior to the expiration date of this permit.

These Conditions of Permit may be subject to revision based on the performance of
this facility.
