GENERAL
1.

This PERMIT TO OPERATE will be in effect for FIVE YEARS from date of issuance
(29 May 2006) and will be reviewed, every five years in accordance with 15A NCAC
13B .0201(c), under rules in effect at the time of review. Modifications to the facility
may be required in accordance with rules in effect at the time of review. This permit
shall not be effective unless the PERMIT TO CONSTRUCT along with the certified
copy is filed in the Register of Deeds Office, in the grantor index under the name of

" the owner of the land in the county or counties in which the land is located. The

certified copy shall be returned to the Solid Waste Section and shall have indicated
on it the page, book number, date of recordation and the Register's seal.

When this property is sold, leased, transferred or conveyed, the deed or other
instrument of transfer shall contain in the description section in no smaller type than
that used in the body of the deed or instrument, a statement that the property has
been used as a sanitary landfill.

The approved plan is described by Attachment 1, “List of Documents for Approved
Plan". Where discrepancies may exist, the most recent submittal and the
Conditions of Permit shall govern. Some components of the approved plan are
reiterated in the Conditions of Permit.

This permit is not transferable.

This facility may receive waste that is generated within the service area described

CONSTRUCTION

6.

This permit is for the operation of the C&D Landfill, Inc.(CDLI) Construction and
Demolition(C&D) Landfill unit denoted as Phase 1A - CELLS 1, 2 & 3 in
accordance with the approved site plan drawing 2 of 9 dated 9 March 2001 (received
16 May 2001), and the as-built record drawing 2 of 4 dated 3 August 2001(received
8 August 2001).
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Prior to placing waste in other areas of Phase 1A(CELL 4), consistent with the
above mentioned drawing dated 9 March 2001, certification that Phase 1A, CELL
4 has been constructed and graded in accordance with the approved plans will be
required.

All sedimentation/erosion control activities will be conducted in accordance with the
Sedimentation Control Act codified at 15 NCAC 4. Native vegetation shall be
established on the completed C&D landfill unit in accordance with 15A NCAC 13B
.0505 (3)(b)(c).

The following requirements shall be met prior to and during operation of this C&D
unit,(i.e. Prior to the issuance of a future PERMITS TO OPERATE, CELL 4):

a.

C&D unit preparation shall be in accordance with the construction plan, sheet
2 of 9, and the conditions specified herein; and construction of PHASE 1A
shall be certified by the design engineer to be constructed in accordance with
the approved plans.

C&D unit inspection shall be made by a representative of the Division of
Waste Management (DWM) with the owner/operator.

Signs shall be posted at the entrance(at or near U.S. Highway 264) of the
C&D Landfill Inc., in accordance with the Access and Safety Requirements
under Operation Condition .0505(8).

Groundwater monitoring wells (see Monitoring and Reporting Requirements)
shall be installed consistent with condition 14(a) thru (g). A baseline sampling
for water quality shall be performed. Well construction records, soil boring
logs and sample analysis results shall be submitted to the Section
Hydrogeologist for review and approval prior to operation of the C&D unit.
Inspection and certification of the PHASE 1A(CELL 4) subgrade, by the
project hydrogeologist, to determine if subgrade conditions are consistent
with the observations made during the initial site investigations and
information provided in the site hydrogeology report. If conditions found are
different than conditions stated in the hydrogeologic report or that would
impact or have an effect on the proposed ground water monitoring system;
then a revised ground watering monitoring plan will be required.

OPERATION:
This C&D unit is permitted to receive the following waste types:

Land-clearing debris as defined in G.S. 130A-290, specifically, solid waste
which is generated solely from land-clearing activities, such as stumps, trees,
etc.;

Inert debris defined as solid waste which consists solely of material that is

Cover Material Requirements

Operational soil cover of at least six inches shall be placed at least once per
week or when the active area reaches 1/2 acre in size, or more often as
necessitated by the nature of the waste, as to prevent the site from
becoming a visual nuisance and to prevent fire, windblown materials,
vectors, or excessive water infiltration.

Areas which will not have additional waste placed on them for 12 months or
more, but where final termination of operations has not occurred, shall be
covered with a minimum of one foot of soil cover[15A NCAC 13B
.0505(3)(b)].

After final termination of disposal operations at the C&D unit or major part
thereof, or upon revocation of a permit, the fill areas shall be covered with at
least two feet of suitable compacted earth[15A NCAC 13B .0505(3)(c)] or a
cap as specified by the rules in effect at the time of closure.

Access and Safety

g.

The C&D unit shall be adequately secured by means of gates, chains,
berms, fences, or other security measures approved by the DWM to prevent
unauthorized entry.
An attendant shall be on duty at the CDLI landfill at all times while it is open
for public use to ensure compliance with operational requirements.
The access road from U.S. Highway 264 to the C&D unit shall be of all-
weather construction and maintained in good condition.
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Dust control measures shall be implemented when necessary.

Signs providing information on dumping procedures, the hours of operation,

the permit number, and other pertinent information shall be posted at the

entrance to the CDLI landfill.

Signs shall be posted stating that no MSW, hazardous waste or liquid waste

can be received in the C&D unit.

Traffic signs or markers shall be provided as necessary to promote an

orderly traffic pattern to and from the discharge area and to maintain efficient

operating conditions.

The removal of solid waste from the facility is prohibited unless the

owner/operator approves and the removal is not performed on the working

face. If C&D recycling is to take place in the future; amendment of the
operations plan shall be submitted to the Solid Waste Section for approval.

Barrels and drums shall not be disposed of unless they are empty and

perforated sufficiently to ensure that no liquid or hazardous waste is

contained therein, except fiber drums containing asbestos. Asbestos waste

shall be managed in accordance with 40 CFR 61.

Open burning of solid waste is prohibited. Fires shall be reported to the Solid

Waste Section by phone within 24 hours of an incident and written

notification shall be submitted within 14 working days addressing the events

at the site and future actions to be taken in the future to avoid and or mitigate
potential fire hazards.

The concentration of explosive gases generated by the C&D unit shall not

exceed:

i. twenty-five percent of the lower explosive limit(1.25% of CH4) for
gases in site structures (excluding gas control or recovery system
components if necessary; and

ii. One hundred percent of the lower explosive limit(5% CH4) for gases
at the property boundary. Installation of permanent gas monitoring
wells may be required in the future to demonstrate compliance.

Adequate sedimentation and erosion control measures shall be practiced to
prevent silt from leaving the site of the C&D unit.

Adequate sedimentation and erosion control measures shall be practiced to
prevent excessive on-site erosion.

Provisions for a vegetative ground cover sufficient to restrain erosion must
be accomplished within 30 working days or 120 calendar days upon
completion of any phase of C&D landfill unit development or as addressed
in the approved Sedimentation and Erosion Control permit.

Surface water shall be diverted from the operational area.
Surface water shall not be impounded over or in waste.
A separation distance of at least four feet shall be maintained between the
C&D waste and the groundwater table; as addressed in the site suitability
application, hydrologic assessment section.
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Solid waste(C&D) shall not be disposed of in water.

Leachate shall be contained on site or properly treated prior to discharge.
An NPDES permit may be required prior to discharge of leachate to surface
waters and or for land disturbing activities greater than one acre.

11.  All pertinent landfill operating personnel will receive training and supervision
necessary to properly operate this C&D landfill unit in accordance with G.S. 130A-
309.25 and addressed by memorandum dated 29 November 2000(enclosed).

MONITORING AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
14.  Ground-water monitoring wells and monitoring requirements for the CDLI landfill

unit;

Monitoring well design and construction shall conform to the specifications
outlined in, "North Carolina Water Quality Monitoring Guidance Document
for Solid Waste Facilities-DRAFT" and water quality sampling and analysis
shall be done in accordance with Construction and Demolition landfills and
Closed Sanitary Landfills

A total of eleven locations for ground water wells(MW-1d, MW-1s, MW-2d,
MW-2s, MW-3d, MW-3s, MW-4 thru MW-8) and three surface water
locations(SW-1, SW-2, & SW-3) [in accordance with the approved revised
Groundwater Monitoring Plan dated March 2001, updated 2 April 2001 from
David Garrett, P.G., P.E.] as outlined on page 13 of the water quality
monitoring plan located in the permit to construct application.

A geologist shall be in the field to supervise well installation. The exact
locations, screened intervals, and nesting of the wells shall be established
after consultation with the SWS Hydrogeologist at the time of well
installation.

For each monitoring well constructed, a well completion record shall be
submitted to DWM within 30 days upon completion.

Prior to the acceptance of any waste at the C&D unit, a baseline sampling
event shall be completed and analysis submitted to the SWS Hydrogeologist.

f. Sampling equipment, procedures, and parameters shall conform to
specifications  outlined in  the above-referenced  guidance
document,[Monitoring and Reporting Requirements, condition 14(a) pg. 8]
or the current guidelines established by DWM at the time of sampling.

g. In order to determine ground-water flow directions and rates, each
monitoring well shall be surveyed, and hydraulic conductivity values and
effective porosity values shall be established for the screened intervals for
each monitoring well.

h. The permittee shall sample the monitoring wells semi-annually or as directed
by the SWS Hydrogeologist. In addition to the wells described in condition
14(b); surface water locations SW-1, SW-2 and SW-3 shall, as shown on the
revised Groundwater Monitoring Plan dated 29 March 2001, updated 2 April
2001, also be sampled semi-annually as part of the monitoring system.

i A readily accessible unobstructed path shall be initially cleared and
maintained so that four-wheel drive vehicles may access the monitoring wells
at all times.

The permittee shall maintain a record of all monitoring events and analytical data.
Reports of the analytical data for each water quality monitoring sampling event shall
be submitted to DWM in a timely manner.

The permittee shall maintain a record of the amount of solid waste received at the
C&D unit, compiled on a monthly basis. Scales shall be used to weigh the amount
of waste received.

On or before 01 August 2001, and each year thereafter, the permittee shall report

the amount of waste received (in tons) at the C&D unit and disposed of in the C&D

landfill unit to the Solid Waste Section and to all counties from which waste was

accepted, on forms prescribed by the Section. This report shall include the following

information:

a. The reporting period shall be for the previous year, beginning 01 July and
ending on 30 June,

b. The amount of waste received and landfilled in tons, compiled on a monthly
basis, and,
C. Documentation that a copy of the report has been forwarded to all counties

from which waste was accepted.

All records shall be maintained on-site and made available to the SWS upon
request, specifically records generated by conditions 10(c), 10(0), 9, 13,14, 15 & 16.

On or before 01 August 2001, and each year thereafter, the permittee shall report
the amount of waste received (in tons) at the C&D unit and disposed of in the C&D
landfill unit to the Solid Waste Section and to all counties from which waste was
accepted, on forms prescribed by the Section. This report shall include the following
information:

a. The reporting period shall be for the previous year, beginning 01 July and
ending on 30 June;

b. The amount of waste received and landfilled in tons, compiled on a monthly
basis, and;

C. Documentation that a copy of the report has been forwarded to all counties

from which waste was accepted.

All records shall be maintained on-site and made available to the SWS upon
request, specifically records generated by conditions 10(c), 10(0), 9, 13,14, 15 & 16.

Land-clearing debris as defined in G.S. 130A-290, specifically, solid waste
which is generated solely from land-clearing activities, such as stumps, trees,
etc;

Inert debris defined as solid waste which consists solely of material that is
virtually inert, such as brick, concrete, rock and clean soil; and

Asphalt in accordance with G.S. 130-294(m).

Construction and demolition debris defined as solid waste resulting solely
from construction, remodeling, repair or demolition operations on pavement,
buildings, or other structures.

Yard trash as defined in G.S. 130A-290, shall not be disposed in the landfill area.
However, yard trash, along with land-clearing debris, may be accepted for
processing in the Yard Waste Composting Area or disposed of in a LCID landfili.

The concentration of explosive gases generated by the C&D unit shall not

exceed:

The following provides detailed explanation of spread sheet input parameters and calculated values
presented in Appendix A of the Detailed Hydrogeologic Report, dated March 2001. The spread sheet is
an adaptation of the Wilson and Miller (1978) equation, referenced in Walton (1991), which provides a
two-dimensional analytical solution to the advection-dispersion equation for contaminant transport from
a coptinuous source. The spreadsheet allows the input parameters to be varied, hence a “sensitivity
analysis” can be performed. The purpose of these calculations is to check the effectiveness of an assumed
initial well spacing of 300 fect in detecting the release, given the specified time, distance and aquifer
properties as input parameters. All references and hand calculations are provided in Appendix A.

Please refer to the following spreadsheet. The trial well spacing, 2y, is 300 feet, or 150 feet on either side
of the longjtudinal axis of the plume if the contaminant release is moving perpendicular to ground water
potentiometric surfaces. Please remember the calculation is for ahypothetical rele taminants imto

the ground water. No contamination has presently been detected. nor is any contamination suspected. The
input values are identified and referenced as follows:

Area the plan area of the contaminant “source,” assumed to be the entire landfill footprint

Infiltration the rate of contaminant introduction into the aquifer, here assumed to be equal to 100%
of ap average rainfall in meters/day (all valucs are in SI units)

later we will vary this value to simulate the monitoring system response to drought conditions
and wet spells in the sensitivity analysis

Concentration initial and steady state contaminant concentration values, assumed to occur over the entire
source area (a relatively low average concentration is assumed for a contaminant of
concern whose properties are well documented)

Velocity-x straight-line ground water velocity in the longjtudinal dimension (x-direction) from the
source, perpendicular to grownd water potentiometric contours, i.e. the flow path; here
taken as an average velocity in the surficial aquifer (see report text, Table 7)

Sensitivity Analysis

The spread sheet model as presented in Appendix A indicates that after one year of continuous release, i.e.
“leaching” of a relatively low concentration of chloride into the surficial aquifer, with a 300-foot horizontal
well spacing and an average precipitation of 2.5 inches per month (30 inches per year), the concentration
of chloride at the monitoring well would be 14 ppm. During a prolonged wet spell (see attached), with
an average precipitation of 3.5 inches per month (42 inches per year), and all other parameters equal, the
concentration of chloride at the monitoring well would be approximately 20 ppm. Conversely, if prolonged
drought conditions prevailed with an average precipitation of 1.5 inches per month (18 inches per year),
and a decrease in the water table by 2 feet (saturated aquifer thickness equals 3 meters), the concentration
of chloride at the monitoring well would be approximately 11 ppm. This analysis indicates that the well
spacing is still effective for these variable aquifer recharge conditions.

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L0 Project Description

This report provides a detailed hydrogeological evaluation for a proposed new Construction and
Demolition Debris Landfill (CDLF), Phases 1A and 1B, to be located in eastern Pitt County, North
Carolina. This detailed hydrogeology evaluation, which accompanies the second of a two-part
application package prepared by John Tucker, P.E., follows a format typically used for lined landfill
facilities, because applicable rules for the permitting of CDLFs (Title 15 NCAC 13B.0503 and .0504)
provide no specific guidelines for the content of the Detailed Hydrogeological Report. This report
was prepared in accordance with NC DWM policy for approving new facilities.

Past work on the site include a site characterization study, prepared by David Garrett, P.G., P.E., and
a preliminary facility plan, prepared by John Tucker, P.E. The site has received a favorable Site
Suitability determination by NC DWM and has met applicable local government approval criteria,
Relevant portions of the facility design, e. 8. construction plans and specifications, operations plan,
sedimentation and erosion control plan, final closure plan, and specific calculations on drainage,
settlement and slope stability, prepared by (or for) Mr. Tucker are presented elsewhere in thig
document. This report includes a detailed discussion of the geology and the ground water flow
characteristics, including contaminant transport analysis and a revised water quality monitoring plan.

2.0 Local and Regional Geology

The site is located in the eastern or “lower” Coastal Plain physiographic and geologic province of
North Carolina. Available geologic mapping' places the site within the Miocene-age Yorktown
Formation, approximately twenty miles west of the Suffolk Scarp — the dividing line between
Quatemary age surficial deposits (to the east) and Tertiary age surface deposits (to the west), located
at approximately 25 feet above mean sea level. The site is also located approximately twenty-four
miles east of the Surry Scarp, which separates major units of the underlying Cretaceous units exposed
south of Pitt County. The site is located entirely within the Tar-Pamlico River basin, draining via two
small perennial streams to Grindle Creek.

Published literature indicates upland areas throughout the region are underlain by relatively thin
Quaternary surficial deposits (not mapped on the state-wide map).? The regional surficial aquifer has
been characterized in the literature as stratified fhuvial deposits, containing interlayered low
permeability and high permeability horizons. The thickness of the aquifer ranges from 3 to 180 feet,
thickening eastward (average thickness of 35 feet), with an estimated average hydraulic conductivity
of 29 feet per day (sic). The surficial aquifer was also characterized as exhibiting less than 50 percent
sand, hence lower hydraulic conductivity, west of a line that roughty coincides with the Suffolk Scarp.
Thesc observations were confirmed by the local area study and site specific reconnaissance, whereas
the surficial deposits (deemed the uppermost aquifer) consist of poorly stratified sand and clay layers,
which were found to exhibit an average thickness of 12 feet, underlain by the Yorktown (here with
a distinct fossil-marker bed of turritellas and a color change). On-site field hydraulic conductivity
values were measured in the range of 0.028 ft/day to 0.667 f/day.

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According to published literature, these conditions place the system in a regime where molecular
diffusion is the controlling factor in contaminant transport, rather than mechanical dispersion.'* While
this could affect up gradient concentrations of certain solutes, as well as down gradient, there is ample
room in the up gradient direction to place additional wells in the future if the site ever requires
assessment. In the down gradient direction, the analytical solution verifies that an approximate
monitoring well spacing of 300 feet is adequate to detect a potential plume of ground water
contaminants if such were released from the landfill. The Water Quatity Monitoring Plan presented
in Appendix F reflects this analytical solution.

Background metals — Another factor that potentially complicates the ground water monitoring
program, at least for the detection of metals, is background geochemistry. A near-surface soil sample
was procured from an area north and west of the Phase 1A and 1B footprint, within a prospective
borrow site. That area had undergone agricultural and silvicultural activities in the past. Low
concentrations of metals were detected within the surficial soils, namely chromium (3 ppm), lead (5
ppm), and mercury (0.02 ppm). These data are presented in Appendix E. Organic constituents were
not analyzed, but the typical organic contaminants of concern are not usually found in nature. While
these constituents are not necessarily in a “mobile” form — the lab analysis consisted of total metals,
not TCLP - the data suggest that background metals could on present that might show up in the
monitoring program. These conditions are not imusual and do not preclude the ability to monitor the
site. Rather, these conditions are a factor that mmst be considered when evaluating the results of the
monitoring program.

11,0 Summary Report

The C&D Landfill, Inc., site is viewed as a short segmented, closed-loop hydrologic cycle, with
recharge occurring over a majority of the site and on-site discharge occurring at local streams.
Ground water flow from the site to the regional discharge feature occurs beyond the property line in
one direction (southwest). There is curreatly no development or ground water users in the down
gradient direction. The site contains a surficial aquifer consisting of mixed sand and clay layers, with
an average thickness of 12 feet (saturated thickness is 5 to 8 feet). An underlying confining layer of
silt and clay, with an average thickness in excess of 15 feet, separates the uppermost aquifer from a
deeper regional aquifer (contained in the Yorktown formation ). The regional aquifer exhibits mildly
artesian pressure that exerts an upward vertical gradient beneath the site.

Conditions at the site are typical of the Coastal Plain region, except that ground water levels are
deeper than would be expected based on localtopography. The surficial aquifer is recharged through
normal precipitation, ground water migration from the east, and direct recharge from a closed
topographic depression in the higher elevations of the project site. This feature, termed a “pocosin”
in the literature, is mapped as a wetlands but has no discernable channel or outlet to the surrounding
surface streams. Based on an analytical solution to the two-dimensional advection-dispersion
equation for contaminant transport, the site can be effectively monitored by a 300-foot well spacing
in the uppermost aquifer. Both upper and lower aquifers need to be monitored, although the deeper
regional aquifer can be monitored at a reduced frequency.

Please find enclosed an updated Table 1 for the recently submitted Water Quality Monitoring Plan. The
Plan, dated March 29, 2001, can be found in Appendix F of the Detailed Hydrogeology Report for the
subject site. This update reflects modified installation depths for the new monitoring wells, based on
further consideration of water levels and the depth of the confining layer observed at nearby piezometers.

Water levels were observed at depths of ranging from approximately 3 to 8 feet at the proposed monitoring
well focations. The top of the Yorktown is estimated at depths of approximately 12.5 to 14 feet at most
of the new well locations, except MW-1s. At that location, the test boring B-1 indicated the top of the
Yorktown at 7.5 feet, based on coloration of the soils encountered by split spoon sampling. However, but
the dark green soils attributed to the Yorktown at a depth of 7.5 feet at B-1 appeared to be more sandy than
those observed at depths of 12 to 14 feet at other test borings.

A well screen interval of 3 to 13 feet is proposed for each of the five new monitoring wells for Phase 1A
(MW-1s, MW-2s, MW-4, MW-6, and MW-7). Due to the shallowness of the well screen, it will be
necessary to place the sand pack no more than 6 inches above the well screen (to a depth of 2.5 feet), then
a two-foot thick hydrated bentonite seal will be placed (to a depth of 0.5 feet). A concrete well pad will
be placed directly above the hydrated bentonite seal, with alocking steel cover. The sitc operator will be
advised to minimize sutface activities in the vicinity of the monitoring wells that could affect the sampling
results, and care shall be taken to promote positive drainage of surface water away from the wells.

Please note that the existing piezometer B-2s, which has been completed as a monitoring well, although
the screen interval is too deep for the uppermost aquifer, will be left in place and designated as MW-2i.
This well will supplement MW-2d (converted from B-2d), which will sample the deeper Yorktown
regional aquifer, and the new MW-2s, which will sample the surficial aquifer. MW-2iis screenied within
the Yorktown confining unit, located between the surficial and regional aquifers. This well shall not be
sampled, except at some future time such that the sampling results at MW-2s and MW-2d warrant.

Based upon information submitted and revised through 20 February 2001, the Division
has determined that approximately 16.7 acres of the 40.14 acre site, as proposed in the
conceptual design plan, is suitable for development of a solid waste management
disposal facility subject to the terms and conditions specified below. This statement of
suitability does not predetermine that all portions of this property are deemed
appropriate for landfilling activities.

The Division requires the submittal of a construction plan application for the first five-
year development phase, as identified in the conceptual design plan, which is
consistent with the requirements of 15A NCAC 13B .0503, .0504, and .0505, including,
but not limited to, the site specific criteria set forth in this letter. Development of
subsequent phases of the landfill will be in accordance with rule .0201(e).

Buffers

Horizontal buffers shall be as described in the conceptual design and as designated in
Rule .0503(2)(f), and shall also include the following buffer criteria:

a) A 100-foot minimum buffer shall be maintained between facility
boundaries and borrow areas, unless otherwise approved by the Division.

b) A minimum 50-foot buffer shall be maintained between borrow areas and
delineated wetlands.

C) A minimum 50-foot buffer shall be maintained between disposal areas
and the delineated wetlands.

d) A minimum 200-foot buffer shall be established between the waste
boundary and the property line, unless otherwise approved by the
Division.

C&D Landfill Inc. may utilize all remaining areas of the site, except buffer areas, for
other solid waste management activities (such as composting or recycling) or for landfill
support activities (such as leachate management, if necessary, and/or stockpiling of
cover material) upon approval by the Division.

Design and Construction Standards

An engineering evaluation and design report shall be prepared. The division strongly
encourages C&D Landfill Inc. and their consultant to schedule a pre-design meeting
with the division to discuss a strategy for preparing a permit to construct that will meet
the goals and objectives of C&D Landfill Inc., be permittable, and be protective of
public health and the environment. The permit to construct should consider the
following:

1. The existing closure cap system is two feet of suitable compacted earth for
closure of a C&D waste cell. In the future, the Solid Waste Section rules may
require a cap system that is equal to or less permeable than the bottom liner
system or no less that 1 X 10(-5) cm/sec, whichever is less. This should be
addressed in the permit to construct.

2. Stability and settlement may need to be investigated during the design

' hydrogeologic phase of work. The presence of the loose saturated sands and
compressible clays may present challenges to the engineering design.

Additional Subsurface Investigation

A geologic and hydrogeologic report shall be submitted as a component of the
construction plan application. The report shall present the results of any additional
subsurface investigations at the site and shall be consistent with the requirements of
Section .0503(d)(i) and .0504(1)(c) of the Solid Waste Management Rules.

3. The seasonal high groundwater surface must be determined for the site,
particularly as it relates to monitoring well screen lengths in certain monitoring
locations at the site.

4. The groundwater monitoring system must be designed by giving consideration to
the dispersive characteristics of the aquifer. This will determine the spacing,
number of the monitoring wells and depth of specific monitoring wells.

Health Department Budget Amendment

Commissioner Coulson asked about the Healthy Carolinians Task Force and what they
do and what other costs will there be from this budget amendment. Dr. John Morrow said the
funding from the Heaithy Carolinians is a grassroots efforts for looking at health needs in local
communities. The management of the task force has been difficult. Pitt Partners for Health has
done this and the Hospital has helped volunteer to provide this administration. Pitt Partners has
about seventy-five people invoived who meet monthly. They deal with health care access,
diabetes, and other health care needs. He stated that these funds have been used with $10,000
for the local conferences and the other $10,000 to be used locally for the Pitt Partners for
subsidizing meeting needs, brochures, education videos to help get the message out to the public
and other necessities.

Dr. Morrow said that the infant mortality budget amendment is to help mothers get proper
prenatal care. They provide transportation for women to help them get prenatal care. They
provide incentives in the form of Baby Bucks which they can collect and allows them to buy a

stroller, crib, car seat, and cther necessities.

Vice Chairman Bowen asked if there was any correlation between wed and unwed
mothers and the infant mortality rates. Dr. Morrow said that there was no proven correlation
between the two situations.

PUBLIC HEARING AND CONSIDERATION OF AMENDMENT TO SOIL EROSION AND

ITEMS FOR REPORT
Manager’s Report — Tom Robinson

a. Reminder of the February 23" Five Year Goal Setting Workshop @ 8:30
a.m. in the Emergency Operations Center. He said the Board identified
about nine priorities and they need to give more specific direction
concerning these goals.

b. Pending Purchase of Property for Firing Range and Defensive Driving
Course - 121 acre property near North Pitt High School. Mr. Frank Dail
owns property which the County will purchase. The County has been
negotiating with Mr. Dail for some time. He stated that Pitt Community
College has been talking with landowners looking for property to fill this
need. He said this property is not in a floodplain and it is in an area that has
a good buffer zone. The contract will be completed once the environmental
work has been completed. The total price of the property is $240,000 and
that is close to the appraised value.

¢. Other Matters as needed - Mr. Robinson reported on his trip to California
visiting Cabot Institute which is a science center. He said they are interested
in bringing such a center to this area. They host the leading educational
facility in the United States and they offer science and math schools for
children. He said this would bring in a facility that would tie the University,
ECU Med School, County Schools, Community College, and all educational
facilities together and the computer would tie in to the super computers at
NC State. He said there are large grants available for this type of facility.

Draft Transportation improvement Program - James Rhodes

Mr. Rhodes said that they met one on one with DOT officials to talk specifically about the
County’s priorities. He presented the following as County priorities:

Priority 1 Southwest Bypass (NC 11- NC 903) (R-2250)

Priority 2 US 264/NC 33 Connector (Bridge crossing Tar River) (U-3430)

Priority 3 Bethel Bypass, US 13-NC11 (R-21 8)

Priority 4 NC 33, Greenville to Tarboro, has slipped in the program several months (R-3407)
Priority 5 US 17, Washington Bypass, 2004 right of way acquisition (R-2510)

Mr. Rhodes stated that the permitting process for the southwest bypass will take another
two years. He noted the Fire Tower Road segment, which is a City of Greenville priority, right of
way acquisition planned for 2002. The whole two-year plan should be ready this summer. He
said the County needs to stay behind the southwest bypass. Commissioner James spoke about
the new school on Forlines Road and there may be some problems because of weight limits for
traffic on that road. He said DOT has been contacted and the road needs to be upgraded. Mr.
Rhodes said he was not aware of this problem and would check into it for the Board.

ITEMS FOR CONSENT (items that are considered non-controversial, do not use county fund
balance, or increase staff may be considered as part of the consent agenda.)

Commissioner Coulson had a question about the Health Department and asked that the
Health Department budget amendment be removed from the Consent items.

UPON MOTION by Vice Chairman Bowen, seconded by Commissioner James, the Board
voted unanimously to approve the items for consent as presented.

Commissioner Coulson made a substitute motion for all consent items to be approved
except the Health Department Budget Amendments. Commissioner Shank seconded the motion.
Commissioners in favor of the substitute motion were: Commissioner Owens, Commissioner
Shank, Vice Chairman Bowen and Commissioner Coulson. There was a four to four vote.
Commissioner Owens asked for a recount. The Chairman called for a recount on this motion.
The motion passed with a five to three vote. In favor of the motion were: Commissioner Owens,
Commissioner Shank, Commissioner Royal, Commissioner Coulson, and Commissioner Bowen.
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Opposed to the motion were: Vice Chairman Hammond, Commissioner Johnson, and
Commissioner James.

Health Department Budget Amendment

Commissioner Coulson asked about the Heaithy Carolinians Task Force and what they
do and what other costs will there be from this budget amendment. Dr. John Morrow said the
funding from the Healthy Carolinians is a grassroots efforts for looking at health needs in local
communities. The management of the task force has been difficult. Pitt Partners for Health has
done this and the Hospital has helped volunteer to provide this administration. Pitt Partners has
about seventy-five people involved who meet monthly. They deal with health care access,
diabetes, and other health care needs. He stated that these funds have been used with $10,000
for the local conferences and the other $10,000 to be used locally for the Pitt Partners for
subsidizing meeting needs, brochures, education videos to help get the message out to the public
and other necessities.

Dr. Morrow said that the infant mortality budget amendment is to help mothers get proper
prenatal care. They provide transportation for women to help them get prenatal care. They
provide incentives in the form of Baby Bucks which they can collect and allows them to buy a
stroller, crib, car seat, and other necessities.

Vice Chairman Bowen asked if there was any correlation between wed and unwed
mothers and the infant mortality rates. Dr. Morrow said that there was no proven correlation
between the two situations.

UPON MOTION by Commissioner James, seconded by Commissioner Coulson, the
Board voted unanimously to approve the budget amendments for the Health Department.

The Natural Heritage Program has no record of rare species or other natural heritage resources on the
site. The primary concern in relation to this site is the Tar River, which is a significant aquatic
habitat with a number of rare species. Two of these have been recorded within several miles
downstream of the site: North Carolina spiny crayfish (Oronectes carolinensis - Significant Rare,
proposed Special Concern) and the mayfly (Baetisca obesa -- Significantly Rare). A population of
riverbank quillwort ([soetes riparia — Significantly Rare) is also known within two miles of the site,
alopg a small stream. This location is unlikely to be affected by the landfill, and potential habitat for
this species does not appear to be present on the landfill site.

The upper unconfined
aquifer unit also needs to be tested. An effort should be made to provide an actual hydraulic
conductivity for the unconfined aquifer.

Several of the piezometers were backfilled with soil cuttings this is not typical
piezometer construction. Why were soil cuttings were used as backfill?

There is a discrepancy between test boring number B-2s and B-2d. Review these
borings and make necessary corrections.

Sheet f1 shows the boring locations and test pits. The location of test pits 9,10,11,
and 12 were omitted from this sheet. If these test pits are located outside the proposed
property or to great a distance to included on this sheet at the current scale, provide as
accurately as possible the location and distance to a given test pit from a point on the sheet.

Provide a potentiometric map from a single water level reading event.

The County’s
obligation would be $36,000 over the eighteen-month period. This includes 40% of the existing
staff salary that works on this program.

UPON MOTION by Commissioner Ward, seconded by Commissioner Shank, the Board
voted unanimously to approve the concept of using General Fund monies, including review fees
collected for the program administration for local match, authorize staff to submit the grant
application and a budget amendment to be processed if the grant is awarded.

Request for Endorsement of Historical Rehabilitation Project in the Town of Grimesland —

Loretta Payton

Mr. Robinson stated that Ms. Payton had requested the Board's endorsement of using a
school building in Grimesland that is a historical site for some special programs. Commissioner
Shank said that she did not see the need for this board to take action on this item.

Ms. Payton said the Town of Grimesland needs a resolution for a building in Grimesland
so that she can apply to the federal government for financial and administrative assistance for use
of this building. Vice Chairman Bowen asked about the funding. She said the federal government
would fund it. She said Mr. Nick Glennon owns the building and would sell it to the Town.
Commissioner James said the building has been used for manufacturing in the past. Ms. Payton
said that the federal government wants endorsement from the Town of Grimesland and the
County. Commissioner Royal asked if the funding would be 100% from the federal government.
Ms. Payton said that the federal government would fund the whole project if they accepted the
project. Commissioner Shank asked who would manage the project? Ms. Payton said the federal
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government would supply the administration. Commissioner Ward said before the Board offers a
firm endorsement, they would like to see the application but she said they orally commend Ms.
Payton on what she is trying to do with this project. Vice Chairman Bowen asked to see
something in writing from the federal government. Commissioner Shank also stated that the
Board needs to see a letter or something confirming the federal government's involvement as well
as any other support involved. Chairman Hammond stated that she may want the Mayor of
Grimesland to come with her next time. Commissioner Owens also commended Ms. Payton on
what she is trying to do with this building. He encouraged her to continue to move forward with
her plans. Commissioner James said she needs to get possession of the building first.

Sheriff’'s Report - Sheriff Manning

Sheriff Manning spoke about the Inmate Work Crew. They are using the jail vans and
volunteers from the inmates to go out and clean up areas. Some cleaning of County parking lots
and illegal dumps has been done. He said they are testing this program out to see ifitis
successful and working through the process. He said they hope to expand it in the future to
cleaning up roadsides. The inmates are willing to work. These inmates are either weekend
lockup or those in jail for non-payment of child support. They are non-violent offenders. No
additional liability is anticipated. Chairman Hammond asked if the inmates earn any privileges
from this program. Sheriff Manning said the inmates have the benefit of getting outside the jail
and they can smoke outside the facility.

Sheriff Manning reported that the Hunting Ordinance has been in effect for two seasons.
He said they are working to educate landowners and hunting groups. He said they are finding that
the hunters are trying to comply and they realize that further restrictions can be applied if they do
not follow these regulations. He said they defer incidences to the State game warden. He said
they have not cited anyone on this ordinance but have other violations of laws. Commissioner
Shank asked about statistics from the past activities. The Sheriff said it has made a difference in
the more organized hunting clubs. There has been some difficulty in interpretation of the
ordinance. Commissioner James asked about the ordinance being put in the Wildlife
Commission Handbook. Ms. Burgdorff said that it will have to be re-submitted to the General
Assembly. It was presented before but it was during the short session of the Legislature and they
did not accept any controversial bills. The Wildlife Commission is not enforcing this particular
ordinance. Sheriff Manning said that the landowners have to be willing to press charges, go to
court and be willing to prosecute.

Commissioner Coulson asked if thé Sheriff has adequate resources. Sheriff Manning
said he did not think he would ever have adequate resources.

Chairman Hammond called for a five-minute break.
Hazard Mitigation Plan — James Rhodes

Mr. Rhodes said that they wanted to give a brief overview of mitigation strategies. Pat
Crisman from the State, helped develop the Hazard Mitigation Plan. She praised the Planning
Staff. She spoke about the process and components. The components include preparing,
responding and recovery. A Hazard Mitigation Plan is required when participating in the Buy-out
Program. Components include: identify and analyze the hazards for the County; assessment of
vulnerability; future vulnerability; county capability assessment; and evaluation of County Policies
and Ordinances. Mr. Rhodes spoke about the strategies for the future. Future plans include
update of Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance; update of Floodplain Maps, join the Community
Rating System which helps with reduction of insurance rating; continue land use planning
activities, continue Hazard Mitigation Grant Program Implementation, and Flood Mitigation
Assistance Grant. This was all started in January 2000. Planning Board reviewed full draft and
has recommended approval of the Hazard Mitigation Plan. Staff recommends moving forward
with adoption of the plan. Jay Sikes from Division of Emergency Management as Project
Manager for Pitt County was present. He congratulated Pitt County staff on their plan. He said
Pitt County was the first community to have the plan presented. Commissioner Shank
commended the staff on the presentation and the plan.
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UPON MOTION by Commissioner Shank, seconded by Commissioner Ward, the Board
voted unanimously to approve the Hazard Mitigation Plan.

Perpetual Drainage Maintenance Study Committee — James Rhodes

Mr. Rhodes said that Pitt County relies heavily on drainage programs but the problem
arises with the maintenance of the drainage ditches and other waterways. A comprehensive
committee has been recommended with representation from the following agencies:

Pitt County Environmental Health Division

Pitt County Legal Department

North Carolina Department of Transportation

Mr. Rhodes suggested the Board allow staff to bring back a list of people for appointment
to this committee. Mr. Rhodes said that the entire county is not covered by drainage districts and
this continues to be a problem for the County.

Commissioner Ward motioned to authorize staff to move forward with formation of a
committee and direct staff to prepare a list of committee representatives willing to serve.
Commissioner Shank seconded the motion and the motion was approved unanimously.

Vice Chairman Bowen mentioned a positive letter he received about Mr. Rhodes and the
work he was doing in debris removal.

Mental Health Telephone System Contract — Mike Taylor

Mr. Taylor spoke about the problems with Mental Health's existing phone system. The
phone system that was being presented would save the County approximately $50,000 a year.
The features include staff being able to make changes inhouse versus having to contract out
changes. Staff at Mental Health will be able to track call volumes. They will be able to use the
State long distance network.

UPON MOTION by Commissioner James, seconded by Commissioner Shank, the Board
voted unanimously to approve the motion to award a sixty(60) month rental agreement to Sprint in
the amount of $3,999 per month.

Resolution/Interlocal Agreement on land donation (Phil Flowers Property) — JoAnne
Burgdorff

Ms. Burgdorff stated that the Interlocal Agreement was presented to Greenville City
Council and approved Thursday night. The Interlocal Agreement explains the process of how the
City and County will own and manage this donation of property jointly. Commissioner Owens
asked about the expenses and uses of the property. Ms. Burgdorff said that if one of the entities
wants to develop the property, they have to present the proposal to the other entity stating how
they want to develop it and the anticipated expenses. The other entity has the option to
participate or not participate including the costs associated. Ms. Burgdorif said no one has to
participate or pay for activities if they decline. She said there are provisions for mediation if
needed. She stated that a local land trust will take over the conservation easement. The group
taking over the conservation easement would have to be approved by both Boards. The City or
County would be in charged of taking care of maintenance for one year at a time and they would
share the expense. One of the uses could be the location of the administrative offices for the

County recreation program.

UPON MOTION by Commissioner Shank, seconded by Commissioner Ward, the Board
voted unanimously to accept the donated property and the interlocal Agreement.

NORTH CAROLINA INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
PITT COUNTY BETWEEN CITY OF GREENVILLE AND
PITT COUNTY - JOINT OWNERSHIP AND
DEVELOPMENT OF RECREATIONAL LAND

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this the 18th day of December, 2000,
by and between the CITY OF GREENVILLE, a municipal corporation organized
and existing pursuant to the laws of the State of North Carolina, hereinafter
referred to as the “CITY” and PITT COUNTY, a political subdivision of the State
of North Carolina established and operating pursuant to the laws of the State of
North Carolina, hereinafter referred to as the “COUNTY";

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the CITY and the COUNTY, pursuant to the authority granted by the
North Carolina General Statutes 160A-461, which authorizes units of local
government to exercise any power, function, public enterprise, right, privilege, or
immunity either jointly with or on behalf of another unit of local government, desire
to jointly hold title and develop those lands granted unto both units of local
government by NSW Properties, a North Carolina general partnership, in
conjunction with and pursuant to a CONSERVATION EASEMENT AND
DECLARATION OF RESTRICTIONS AND COVENANTS hereinafter referred to
as "CONSERVATION EASEMENT", attached hereto and made a part hereof for
all purposes.

NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual benefits, covenants,
and promises contained herein, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Agreement is to define the ownership, responsibilities and
rights of the CITY and COUNTY in and to the land consisting of approximately 143.1 acres located at
14
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Stantonsburg Road and NC Hwy. 264 being granted jointly to the CITY and the COUNTY by NSW
Properties in conjunction with the creation of a CONSERVATION EASEMENT affecting the property.

2. Property Title.  The CITY and the COUNTY have agreed to hold title to the property
equally, and in conjunction therewith to cooperate fully with whatever entity holds the CONSERVATION
EASEMENT in fulfilling the terms of said CONSERVATION EASEMENT.

3. Expenses. The CITY and the COUNTY agree to share equally in the expenses
related to ownership, development, use, and maintenance of the property except as otherwise provided in
paragraph 7 herein.

4. Development.  The CITY and the COUNTY understand and agree that the property
may only be developed and must be maintained in strict accordance with the requirements, restrictions and
purposes of the CONSERVATION EASEMENT.

5. Rights of Parties. The CITY and the COUNTY agree that a third party shall hold the
CONSERVATION EASEMENT and that the CITY and the COUNTY shall jointly hold the fee to the
property.  This arrangement is to foster and maintain the cooperative working relationship between the
CITY and the COUNTY by having a third party monitor both parties' compliance with the terms of the
CONSERVATION EASEMENT.

6. Anticipated Uses. The CITY and the COUNTY agree that the development and use of
the property will be in accordance with the provisions of the CONSERVATION EASEMENT. The CITY
and the COUNTY jointly anticipate development and use of the property in some of the following ways:

a. Recreation, including:
Beautification/greenways/open space
Nature trails
Hiking
Camping
Athletic fields:
soccer
baseball
softball
football

b. Structures and improvements within the Building Envelope, including:
Structures for recreational purposes, educational purposes, and public
informational purposes
Sportsfields and viewing stands
Roads and parking areas
Underground utilities including sewer and water lines

c. Maintenance of natural habitat of fish, wildlife, or plants or similar ecosystem

d. Other Governmental Uses
Construction of a shed or sheds to house maintenance
equipment and materials solely related to maintenance of
the Property.

Drainage control measures to preserve wetlands
Underground utilities including sewer and water lines

7. Maintenance. The City Manager and the County Manager shall determine and
designate, on an annual basis, either the CITY or the COUNTY as the entity responsible for maintenance of
the property. The party designated as the entity responsible for maintenance shall develop and provide to
the other party the estimated expense for maintenance on an annual basis including any anticipated unusual
or significant expenditures. As the expenses are incurred, the party designated as the entity responsible for
maintenance shall be reimbursed by the other party for fifty percent (50%) of the expense so that

maintenance expenses are shared by the CITY and the COUNTY on an equal basis.

8. Development of Property. The CITY and the COUNTY agree that the possibility exists
that either the CITY or the COUNTY may desire to develop a portion of the property before the other party
is ready or willing to do so.  In such an event, the party ready to develop shall submit to the other party a
detailed proposal as to such development, including the costs associated with such a project and the funding
source or sources available, with a request to approve such development. ~ The non-developing party shall
approve or disapprove such request in writing within ninety (90) days of such request. = Should approval
be denied, the developing party has two options: (1) choose to develop, pay all expenses involved in the
building, upkeep, and maintenance of such structure, including the expense of review required by the
CONSERVATION EASEMENT, and own and control any structure so built, as long as the other party does
not object in writing to any such plan; or (2) the parties agree to submit the dispute to binding mediation in
the following manner: each party shall choose a mediator and the mediators shall choose a third mediator
who shall be the final authority should the parties’ mediators be unable to reach agreement. If development
follows said mediation, the developing party shall bear all costs of said development, including the expense
of review required by the CONSERVATION EASEMENT, but shall be credited with said expenditures
against any future cost sharing between the parties related to the property.

9. Duration. The term of this Agreement shall be for a period of thirty (30) years
commencing on the date first above written. The Agreement may be extended for an additional term upon
mutual agreement of the parties.

10. Cancellation.  Should either the CITY or the COUNTY desire to withdraw from this
Agreement, thirty (30) days written notice shall be given the other party.  The withdrawing party shall
execute any and all necessary documents to relinquish said party’s legal interest in the property to the other
joint owner. The non-withdrawing party shall continue to hold fee to the property and shall thereafter bear
all costs associated with the use, maintenance and development thereof.

11. Modification. This Agreement may only be modified in writing and executed by both
parties.

12. Adoption. This Interlocal Agreement is hereby adopted by the CITY, through execution
of this Agreement, as well as by Resolution of the CITY COUNCIL. This Interlocal Agreement is
hereby adopted by the COUNTY, through execution of this Agreement as well as by Resolution of the
BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY.

13. Effective Date. That the effective date of this Interlocal Agreement shall be January 1,
2001.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the City of Greenville has caused this Agreement to be signed in its
name by its Mayor attested by its Clerk, and its Official Seal to be hereunto affixed, and Pitt County has
caused this Agreement to be signed in its name by the Chairman of the Board of Commissioners and
attested by the Clerk of its Board and its Official Seal to be hereunto affixed, the day and year first above
written.

Schedule time for Review and Update of the Board’s Rules and Procedures — Tom
Robinson

Mr. Robinson stated it had been two years since the Board had reviewed their rules of
procedures and suggested they be put on an agenda for review. Chairman Hammond asked if
there were any objections. None were stated. Commissioner Owens asked that the Board
members be presented with the rules so they can study them ahead of time.

Approval of Budget Calendar and schedule workshops - Tom Robinson

Mr. Robinson presented the budget calendar to the Board and asked for approval of the
calendar. He requested the Board allow time for presentation of the long range needs of the
departments. These plans will be presented and a survey will be given to each Board member
asking for their input on budget priorities. He recommended the first portion be done at the
January 8" meeting.

Mr. Robinson about the funds for Phase 2 of the Courthouse. Mr. Robinson said he felt
comfortable with completion of the Courthouse Phase 2 but the priorities need to be set for the
future five years. Mr. Robinson said that the things being proposed for the next four years.

Commissioner Owens motioned to approve the budget calendar. Commissioner James
seconded the motion. Commissioner Ward suggested the motion include setting the February 21
and March 21. The suggested times were 8:30 a.m. or 9:00 a.m.

Commissioner Coulson said that he hoped that every year a five-year plan as well as a
ten and twenty year plan needs to be considered. He stated that Pitt County is sitting on the
threshold of making the same mistakes as Wake County. Commissioner Royal agreed that a
five-year plan and more is an opportunity to do some long term planning.

Commissioner Shank said she would not be present on February 23". Commissioner
Owens agreed to change his motion to Friday, February 23. The motion passed unanimously to
approve the budget calendar and schedule meetings on January 24, February 23, and March 21,
2001.

The setback needs to be twenty feet instead
of ten feet. Mr. Robinson said his interpretation of what he heard from the citizens was that they
did not mind mobile homes but did not want to be overrun with them. He suggested the setback
needs to be looked at and the location of where the parks are allowed. He said the people want
protection.

Commissioner Ward said it sounds like the Board needs to hold a workshop on the night
of January 8", consider the proposed changes during this workshop and a decision be made at
the workshop.

Commissioner Ward motioned for the Board to meet in a workshop on January 8" at
7:00 p.m. to look at the Northwest Planning and Zoning Ordinance/Map. Commissioner Shank
seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. Commissioner James suggested each Board
member that has any questions meet with the Planning Director prior to this meeting.

Chairman Hammond asked about an ordinance about junk cars and solid waste. Mr.
Dickerson spoke to this matter stating that there was a minimum restrictive ordinance in place.
Chairman Hammond suggested that the staff review the County ordinances relating this to the
zoning issues.

COMMISSIONER REPORTS AND COMMENTS

e Commissioner Coulson asked that the Board consider having one meeting a month at night to
help with public access. He asked that this be added to an agenda.

UPON MOTION by Commissioner Shank, seconded by Commissioner James motioned
to have this placed on the agenda at the next regular meeting. The motion passed unanimously.

e Commissioner Royal stated that he went to a meeting on Saturday where flood recovery was
discussed. Dr. James Bullock and Congresswoman Clayton were present at this meeting.

He said there are still a lot of complaints out there from people in the northern part of the
County that have not recovered from the flood and asked that this information be shared with
the County staff and Board.

e Chairman Hammond said he attended new commissioners school last week with the
Manager, Clerk, Commissioner Royal and Commissioner Coulson. He stated that the
information shared was very valuable and up to date.

e Vice Chairman Bowen said that the lady in Ayden Recovery Center could take complaints and
help some of these people that Commissioner Royal mentioned.

CLOSED SESSION

UPON MOTION by Commissioner James, seconded by Commissioner Shank, the Board
voted unanimously go into closed session as the County Attorney cited G.S. 143-318.11 (a)(5)
establish or instruct the staff or agent concerning negotiations of the price and terms of a contract
concerning the acquisition of real property; and (6) to consider the qualifications, competence,
performance, condition of appointment of a public officer or employee or prospective public officer

or employee.

UPON MOTION by Vice Chairman Bowen, seconded by Commissioner Shank, the Board
voted unanimously to return to open session.

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voted unanimously to adjourn the meeting at 12:50 p.m.
