The facility is permitted to receive solid waste generated from within Iredell County only.
All waste is taken to the Iredell County MSWLF (Permit # 49-03).
No unacceptable waste streams were observed.
The facility is continuing to repair portions of the push wall that have been damaged. Continue efforts to ensure
that these areas are repaired.

9. Leachate is discharged into the Town of Mooresville Sanitary Sewer system.
