Attached to this note is a report on semi-annual groundwater sampling at the DuPont Kinston site. 
DuPont has been sampling groundwater at three areas for a number of years now on a semi-
annual basis.  Two of the three areas being sampled fall under the Hazardous Waste Group (Mr.
Larry Stanley is the NCDENR Project Manager) and the other area are some landfill wells that fall
under the Solid Waste Group’s review.  In the last report that we submitted to NCDENR last August,
2012 we requested changing the sampling frequency from semi-annual to annual based on a
review of historical data.  The data review indicate that groundwater concentrations are stable to
decreasing in most of the wells being sampled, and therefore annual sampling would be adequate
going forward.
 
Mr. Stanley has already provided verbal approval to make the sampling frequency change in the
two areas overseen by the Hazardous Waste Group.  By this note I am asking for your approval to
do the same in the Landfill area.  For ease of review, the discussion of the landfill wells and data
can be found on page 9 and 10 of the attached report and the referenced figures and tables on
those pages.
