Further, the facility and/or all responsible parties may be subject to 

enforcement actions including penalties, injunction from operation of a solid waste management facility or a solid waste collection service and 

any such further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North Carolina Solid Waste Management Act and Rules. 
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ADDITIONAL COMMENTS 

A follow up compliance inspection was conducted of the Construction and Demolition Landfill. 

 

C&DLF 

1. The working face was of a manageable size. 

2. There was no evidence of windblown waste during the inspection.  Good job. 

3. Repair bare and eroding areas as they are observed. 

4. Adequate ground cover needs to be provided on all bare, eroding and previously disturbed areas to include the 

slopes and haul roads at the C&D Landfill.  

5. Seeding and mulching operations need to be underway within 30 days after the grading activities are completed or 

inactive. 

6. Adequate sedimentation control measures consisting of vegetative cover, materials, structures or devices must be 

utilized to prevent excessive on-site erosion of the C&DLF facility or unit. 

7. Provisions for a vegetative ground cover sufficient to restrain erosion must be accomplished as directed by 

appropriate state or local agency upon completion of any phase of C&DLF development.   

8. The slope drain on the east side of phase I still requires maintenance.   

9. The seep observed along the haul road during the previous inspection had not been repaired at the time of 

this inspection.  The seep was located at the toe of the slope connecting Phase I and Phase II and did not 

appear to go beyond the edge of waste at the time of this inspection.  This area needs to be repaired. 

10. Corrective measures are necessary as a result of the inspection findings and should be completed within 30 days 

receipt of this report.
