Dear Mr. Newbern:

On January 9, 2014 Ben Barnes representing the State of North Carolina, Division of Waste Management Solid
Waste Section, inspected the above referenced facility for compliance with North Carolina solid waste statues
and rules. Ben Barnes and Horatio Newbern were present and represented Soundside Recycling and Materials
Inc. during this inspection. The following violations were noted:

A. 15A NCAC 13B 0203(d) states: “by receiving solid waste at a permitted facility, the permittee(s) shall be
considered to have accepted the conditions of the permit and shall comply with the condition of the permit.”

General Permit Condition Number 5 states: “By initiating construction or receiving waste at this facility the
permittee shall be considered to have accepted the terms and conditions of this permit.”

General Permit Condition Number 6 states: Construction and operation of this solid waste management facility
must be in accordance with the Solid Waste Management Rules, 15A NCAC 13B, Article 9 of the Chapter 130A of the
North Carolina General Statutes (NCGS 130A-290, et seq.), the conditions contained in this permit; and the approved
plan. Should the approved plan and the rules conflict the Solid Waste Management Rules Shall take precedence unless
specifically addressed by permit condition.”

General Permit Condition Number 20 states in part: All water that comes in contact with solid waste including
vehicle wash-down water and waste in contact with gypsum is leachate and must be captured and properly disposed.

15A NCAC 13B .0104 SOLID WASTE STORAGE
(f) All solid waste shall be stored in such a manner as to prevent the creation of a nuisance, insanitary conditions, or a
potential public health hazard.



COMPLIANCE SCHEDULE

Based upon the foregoing, Soundside Recycling & Materials Inc. shall come into compliance by March 3, 2014
with all requirements of the application regulations in 15A NCAC 13B 15A NCAC 13B 0203(d), and 15A NCAC 13B
.0104(f) by completing the following:

All bypass waste must be removed for disposal or placed in containers approved by the Division. The berm and
liner system for the storage of processed gypsum must be constructed. All processed gypsum must be stored
on this structure as required.

Soundside Recycling and Materials Inc. shall provide a written certification with supporting documentation on
company letterhead confirming the noted compliance schedule has been completed. Include in this
certification any actions taken to prevent these deficiencies from occurring in the future. Mail this
certification to Ben Barnes P.O. Box 1568, EIm City, North Carolina 27822 by the noted compliance date.

Failure to comply with this schedule may subject the facility and/or all responsible parties to enforcement
actions including penalties, injunction from operation of a solid waste management facility or a solid waste
collection service and any such further relief as may be necessary to achieve compliance with the North
Carolina Solid Waste Management Act and Rules. Pursuant to N.C.G.S. 130A-22(a) and 15A NCAC 13B .0701-
.0707, an administrative penalty of up to $15,000.00 per day may be assessed for each violation of the Solid
Waste Laws, Regulations, Conditions of a Permit, or an Order issued under Article 9 of Chapter 130A of the
N.C. General Statutes.
